New Mail Rules
On Sending Paper
Overseas Strict

Following is the text of the new
rules governing the mailing of
newspapers and other publications
overseas:

“Bffective July 1, 1945, the fol-
lowing arrangements between the
Navy Department and the Post
Office Department shall govern the
acceptance in the mails of news-
papers and other periodical pub-
leations addressed to personnel of
the Navy, Marine Corps, and
Coast Guard overseas:

“1—Individual copies of news-
papers and magazines offered for
mailing by publishers, addressed
via the fleet pust office at New
York, N. Y. or 8an Francisco,
Calif.,, to Navy, Marine Corps and
Coast Guard Personnel on duty
overseas, shall be accepted only
when they are sent in fulfilment of
written requests INITIATED BY
THE ADDRESSEES for subserip-
tions or renewal of subscriptions.

“2—Postmasters at the office of
mailing shall require publishers to
present for their examination the
requests from the addressees for
subscriptions or renewal of sub-
scriptions.

“3—Relatives and friends may
PAY for the subseriptions or re-
newals of subscriptions provided
the addressees have INITIATED
the requests therefor,

“4—Complimentary copies, or
copies sent under any other kind of
arrangement whereby the requests
of the addressees are solicited shall
not be accepted.

“5-—Copies mailed in fulfilment
of subscriptions which are unex-
pired on the effective date of this
order shall be accepted untit the
subscriptions expire,

“—Publishers mailing copies in
accordance with the foregoing shall
include with the address a certi-
ficate reading: “Mailed in con-
formity with P.0.D. Order No.
27861 Copies mnot bearing this
certificate shall be returned to the
publishers.”

James Finnegan,

Bataan Warrior,
Officially Dead

Technician Fifth Grade James J,
Finnegan, 26, sim of Mrs, Dennis
Finnegan of Lawrence Avenue,
Potsdan, died in a Japanese pris-
on camp July 25, 1942, of malaria
and dysentery, according tv an of-
ficial letter received by the family.
He was vne of the first casuulties
from this area in the war,

He was a welder in the 304th
Eugineer Battalion of the Army
Air Corps, and was at Clark Field
on Luzon when the Japs bombed it
on Dec, 8 and 9, 1941, right after
Tearl Hurbor. He took part in the
bitter baktles on Bataan and was
F taken prisoner after the fall of the
islands. He was taken with others
m Mindanao,

The family last year received a
letter from a Major M. Dobervich,
VUSMC, one of the ten men who
escaped from a prison camp, tell-
ing them he believed Finnegan was
alive. The story of the escape of
the ten, was revenled last winter
after being held up for years for
military security reasons. Because
of the lapse of time in the revela-
tion of the men’s escape and the
writing of the letter there is no
way to get exact dates here.

Finnegan was born in Potsdam
Feh, 13, 1919, a son of Dennig
o#nd Tsabella Dame Finnegan. He
attended schools in Norwood and
Potsdam and was graduated from
Potsdam high school in 1938. He
took a course in welding later and
went te work for Henvy Hunter in
Potsdam, later transferring to the
machine shop of the Ravquette
River Paper Company.

He entered the corvice on March
13, 1941, He served at Fort Bel-
voir, Va., and at Westaver Field,
Mass., before going to the Philip-
pines on Sept. 27, 1941,

He is stwrvived hv  his  meother.
His father died in February of this
vear, He is also survived by his
wife, the former Miss Lillian
Moore of Canton; his sister, Mrs.
George Garner of Lawrence Ave,,
Patadam, a niece and a nephew.

Technician Fifth Grade Finne-
gan was one of the most active
and popular of his age group in
this area. It was recently stated
in a country daily paper that he
had appealed going in the draft as
a newlywed and that his case was
a test case relative to newlyweds,
Official records show that this re-
port had no basis in fact whatso-~
ever.
