For 
more than a year he was on leave 
of absence from American Airlines 
to serve as president of the Re­
public Aviation Corp., when it 
went into full production, making-
Thunderbolts, then the fastest war 
plane in the world. Last year in 
appreciation for Mr. Damon's con­
tribution to the functioning of this 

' vital enterprise, the Republic com­
pany gave an unrestricted gift of 
$10,000 to Clarkson. As a life 

' t rustee of Clarkson, Mr. Damon 
I has taken a keen interest in the 

college's progress. 
Mr. Damon has long been a 

j friend of Clarkson. At t h e 41st 
[college commencement June 2, 
J1941, he was one of four men 
fawarded honorary degrees. 

Mr. Damon was born in Frank-
Flin, N. H„ July 6, 1897, and was 
(graduated cum laude from Har­
v a r d University in 1918. He took 
his first flight as a cadet flyer in 
[the Army Air Corps during the 
first World War. After working 

l a s an executive for several engi­
n e e r i n g firms, in 1922, he joined 
( the Curt iss Aeroplane, and Motor 
I Company, now a p a r t of the Cur-
I t iss-Wright Company. Prior to be­

coming president of the Curtiss 
corporation in 1935, he served as 
mathematician, factory manager, 

I vice-president and general man­
ager. 

Joining American Airlines, Inc., 
in 1935, Mr. Damon served a s vice-
president in charge of operations 
for several years. 

In t h e spring of 1941, he was 
[ chosen president of the Republic 
I Aviation Corporation during pro-
I duction of P-4Y Thunderbolt fighter 
J planes for the armed forces. He 
I returned to American Airlines in 
i 1943, serving as vice-president and 
general manager. In June of this 
year, Mr. Damon was elected presi-

I dent of the company. 
Mr. Damon, recognized as one 

j of America's outstanding authori-
: ties on travel by air , is the author 

of numerous booklets and leaflets 
on aviation, among them "If We 
Are Going to Master the Air ," em­
bodying his testimony before the 
house ways and means committee 
hearing on renegotiation a t Wash­
ington, D. C„ Sept . 16, 1943. 

He h a s been a frequent visitor 
in Northern New York. In May, 
1944, h e was gues t speaker at a 
complimentary dinner held by the 
Ogdensburg Chamber of Com­
merce.

With the Third Infantry Divi­
sion, Seventh Army,' Germany. Pfc. 
Gilbert W. Whalen, Jr., son of Mr. 
and Mrs. Gilbert J. Whalen, 38 
Main St., Norwood, N. Y., and Pfc. 
Robert .1. Peterson, son of Mrs. 
Annie Peterson of Route 1, Nor­
wood, are members of the First 
Battalion of the Third Division's 
15th Regiment which has been 
awarded the Presidential Unit 
Citation for its action south of 
Montelimar during the Seventh 
Army's lightning drive up the 
Rhone valley from southern France. 

The Third Division was chasing' 
the 'German 19th Army through 
the Rhone valley, when the 15th's 
F i rs t Battalion executed a flank­
ing maneuver tha t boxed a la'p;e 
portion of the German force, knock­
ed out more than 400 vechieies, 
took more than 500 prisoners and 
killed a large number of the enemy. 

After knocking out one German 
force, the First Battalion continu­
ed northward and captured the city 
of Montelimar, situated on tne 
banks of the Rhone and guarding-
the approaches to Lyon and the 
enemy's escape route to the Bul-
fort Gap in the Vosges mountains. 

These soldier's are entitled to 
wear the Distinguished Unit Badge, 
a blue ribbon with gold frame, 
over his r ight breast pocket. As a 
member of the Third Division he 
is also entitled to wear the Croix 
de Guerre fourrag-ere, awarded to 
the Third by General Charles de 
Gaulle for the division's work in 
the Vosges mountain and Colmar 
pocket campaigns. The Third is 
the only division awarded the cov­
eted cord of honor in this war. 

The 15th's F i rs t Battalion has 
taken pa r t with the Third in seven 
separate campaigns—French Mor­
occo, Tunisa, Sicily, southern Italy, 
Anzio-Rome, France and Germany, 
and has most recently taken part 
in the Rhine and capture of Nurn-
berg.
