Gerald Flesche 
Hero On Carrier 
Bombed by Japs 

Gerald L. Flesche, aviation ord-
nanceman, third class, whose sis­
ter, Miss Evelyn Flesche, lives at 6 
Garden street, Potsdam, was one 
of the heroes aboard "Big Ben", 
the now famous carrier USS 
Franklin, whose miraculous sur­
vival of an aerial bombing in the 
Pacific has become one of the most 
dramatic sea stories of the war. 

The ship which the Japanese 
boasted they had sunk now is safe­
ly back in New York. 

The Franklin was operating 60 
miles off Japan with a fast carrier 
task force on the morning of Mar. 
19. Many of her planes were on 
deck, loaded with bombs; rockets 
and machine gun ammunition, pre­
paring to take off. 

I t was a t this, her most vulner­
able moment, that a Jap dive-
bomber streaked down out of the 
clouds and released two 500-pound 
bombs. Within a minute the bombs 
had started a train of fires and ex­
plosions which for hours seared 
and shattered the carrier 's frame. 
Resulting fires were fed by thous­
ands of gallons of aviation gaso­
line. 

In this dark hour, when it seem­
ed the Franklin must be abandoned 
her crew wrote one of the bright­
est chapters in the long story of 
naval heroism a t sea. With 341 
shipmates killed, 431 missing, and 
300 wounded, those who were left 
outfought the fires, patched up the 
damage and brought the 27-000 ton 
ship 12,000 miles back home.

Fivp playground areas will be 
operated by the Potsdam Board of 
Education this summer for a six 
weeks period beginning July !l and 
closing August 17. The play areas 
will he open from H a. m. to 11:30 
a. m. and 1:30 p. m. to 4 p. in. five 
days a week. The play areus are 
located as follows: Pine Street 
School, Teachers College, Anderson 
Field on Munson Street , Hazard 
Field on Clough Street , and at the 
High School. 

In addition, it is planned to 
sponsor a swimming program at 
Coney Island in Hannawa Falls on 
Tuesday and Thursday afternoons 
each week. The swimming pro­
gram will he supervised by eight 
play leaders and a qualified life 
guard. Transportation will be 
furnished and arrangements have 
been made to have the use of the 
bathhouse facilities and the roller 
skating rink. The wate r area will 
he marked off in safety zones to 
designate the sections to he used 
by those unable to swim, beginners 
and advanced swimmers. A special 
period for those just learning to 
swim will probably be provided on 
i lie morning a week. 

Several new pieces of play­
ground equipment have been pur­
chased and will he installed short­
ly. During the past two weeks the 
work of levelling the Hazard Play 
Field at the foot of Clough Street 
has been in progress. When this 
work is roinpleted a somewhat 
similar job will be undertaken at 
the Pine Street Play Field. 

A complete recreation program 
has been mapped out which will 
include all kinds of activity games, 
such as, Softball, baseball, basket­
ball and track events. There will 
be sand boxes for t h e small chil­
dren. The crafts p'rograni will in­
clude: ar t work, soap carving, d a y 
modelling, wood carving and shop 
w ork. 

I t is also planned to carry on a 
program of social dancing instruc­
tion with dances two nights a week 
in the high school gymnasium. 
Music instruction will also be avail­
able to those interested in instru­
mental or choral music.
