The 42 present at the meeting 
requested the directors to elect a 
slate of officers from the person­
nel of the board of dh'eetors. Mem­
bers of the board were also asked 
to draw up a constitution and by­
laws, which will fix the member­
ship fee, meeting time and other 
business details. 

There was considerable discus­
sion as to the exact task the as­
sociation was to set for itself. It 
was decided that community prog­
ress and the continued growth of 
Potsdam as a shopping center were 
to be the prime purposes of the 
organization, with an emphasis on 
retail trade with the membership 
drawn from, persons in all retail 
lines. 

It was decided to name the or­
ganization the Potsdam Business­
men's Association after discussion 
during which several names were 
suggested. Darby Cook made the 

••notion for the adoption of the 
"foregoing name. Donald Hayes 
I presided over the meeting. 
I Of the 42 present, seven were 
women engaged in business in the 
village. It is expected that the 
organization of the association will 
be completed sho'rtly and that it 
will be functioning by August 1. 

Businessmen have been discuss­
ing the formation of an association 
for several months as it was felt 
that such a unit was necessary to 
meet current common problems as 
well as those which are expected to 
rise in the postwar era. 

237 Register 
For College 

A total of 237 students have en­
rolled for the summer session of 
Potsdam State Teachers College. 

Of the total, 54 are taking the 
eight weeks' accelerated course. 
Under the accelerated course four 
years training is completed in 
three calendar years. Eighteen of 
those taking the summer course 
under this program will complete 
work for a degree in August. 
There are 50 women and four men 
registered for the eight weeks' 
course. 

A total of 183 are registered in 
the six weeks' regular summer ses­
sion. Of these, 63 are non-gradu­
ates and 120 are either graduates 
of the three-year course and work­
ing for degrees or are taking re­
fresher courses. There are 168 
women and 15 men registered in 
this course. 

V-12 Training 
Program to End 
At St. Lawrence 

Information has been received by 
St. Lawrence university, Canton, 
that the Navy V-12 program will 
be discontinued at the university 
at the end of the summer term in 
October and consequently plans arc 
being made for the largest class of 
entering women in the university's 
history. 

The departure of the Navy Unit 
will make possible the occupancy 
of the men's residence by freshmen 
women and transfer students and 
Dean Mary L. Smallwood has an­
nounced that acceptance of those 
who have been on the waiting list 
in addition to those already ec-
cepted for admission will bring the 
total to approximately 140 women. 

Potsdam Left Out 
Of New York 
Vacation Guide 

Man Succumbs 
Of Broken Back 
Suffered in Fall 

Guides to the vacation resorts of 
New York state have been pub­
lished by the division of state pub­
licity of the New York State De­
partment of Commerce. 

In a foreword, Governor Thomas 
E. Dewey points out that this state 
has every kind of resort a vaca­
tioner could want, and that most 
of the population of the state can 
travel to them without placing any 
undue strain on transportation fa­
cilities. 

One large booklet, filled with 
colored pictures, shows the pleas­
ing aspects of the vacation spots of 
the state from the St. Lawrence 
river and Adirondack regions to 
the sands of Montauk Point, jut­
ting far out into the Atlantic. The 
pictures give a graphic outline of 
the mountain, river, lake and sea­
side resorts available to almost 
any economic group. 

One of the booklets entitled 
"Guide to Northern New York" is 
devoted to the Adirondacks, the 
capital district, the Mohawk Val­
ley, Saratoga-Lake George and 
Thousand Islands-St. Lawrence 
sections. The Thousand Islands-
St. Lawrence section devotes sev­
eral pages to the communities of 
St. Lawrence county, listed their 
attractions for vacationers like 
boating, fishing, swimming or just 
resting at a summer boarding 
house. 

Madrid, Norwood, Parishville, 
Hopkinton, Canton and many other 
county conimunities are listed.. 

Potsdam is not listed in the 
booklet. The Courier has started 
an investigation to find, if possible, 
who or what is responsible for this 
oversight. Hotels, colleges, tour­
ists and the deserved title "Gate­
way to the Adirondacks" indicates 
Potsdam deserves a prominent 
place in the book.

from air transports, sometimes by 
boat. He received a Bronze Star 
for "Meritorious Achievement" last 
February. Sgt. Fuller received his 
honorable discharge at Camp Dix, 
N. J., about two weeks ago.

Aboard a U. S. Carrier Off Kyu­
shu, June 8 (Delayed)—Daniel C. 
Bostick, aviation ordnanceman, 
second class, USNR, son of Mr. 
and Mrs. Cecil J. Bostick, 24 Main 
St., Potsdam, N. Y., learned how 
completely the Pacific has been 
transformed into an American 
duck pond today when his ship, one 
of the Navy's mightiest carriers, 
steamed .toward the Jap homeland, 
knocked on the door—and got no 
answer. 

Belated antiaircraft fire greeted 
this carrier's planes when they 
struck the key Jap naval air sta­
tion at Kanoya in southern Kyu­
shu, but not a Jap dared take to 
the air or to the sea to meet the 
American challenge. 

This carrier's initiation into the 
combat area had long been await­
ed by her crew and her Captain. 
Yesterday the rumors began to 
circulate" that this was to be "the" 
day. 

That something was in the wind 
was indicated by the massed car­
riers, battleship, cruisers and 
destroyers churning up the Pacific. 
Crewmen remained outwardly 
calm. They checked battle gear 
and wrote thoughtful letters home, 
but for the most part they went 
about their tasks as usual. They 
shined shoes, stole brief naps, tried 
to bribe extra pie from the baker 
or merely sat around and talked. 

This morning things began to 
happen. The call for "general 
quarters" brought men racing to 
battle stations. Plane captains 
okayed the planes which had been 
earmarked to protect the fleet ov­
erhead while others dropped visit­
ing cards on Kyushu. 

Lookouts scanned the horizon, 
gunners hugged their cannon, 
flight deck crews put-putted 
around in,tiny gasoline jalopies 
attending to last minute details 
«nd .piano directors cokxed the 
Hellcats into the air. 

Hours went by. Finally the 
planes returned and the sun set. 
But not a single Jap had ventured 
in to look over Uncle Sam's crush­
ing Navy power.

Work has been started on a 
two-story brick and steel building 
in the back of the Potsdam Cream­
eries Inc., plant at the foot of De­
pot street, Potsdam. It is expected 
that the new plant will be in op­
eration about Jan. 1. The famous 
North Country cheddar cheese will 
be made there. 

P. B. Beers, superintendent of 
the Potsdam Creameries, Inc., in 

reply to a query, said that the 
plant is being erected to take care 
of any surplus. The cheese de­
partment of the plant will have a 
capacity to handle 100,1)00 pounds 
of milk a day. 

The fluid milk plant, of which 
the new cheese section will be a 
part, ships 1,400 cans of milk a 
day to the New York city market. 
A total of 245 dairymen producers 
haul their milk to the plant from 
Potsdam and nearby townships.

Lt. John W. Maxcy, Commander 
of the North Country Squadron, 
Civil Air Patrol, was granted a 
Commercial Pilot's License fol­
lowing a flight test under CAA 
supervision at Massena last Fri­
day afternoon.

and make the return trip at 5 
o'clock. During this four hour per­
iod the children may enjoy swim­
ming or other recreational activi­
ties which will be provided. There 
will be swings, horse-shoe pitching, 
volleyball, baseball and sand tor 
the use of ail ages. 

The swimming activity will be 
closely supervised by Mr. Storey 
who is a Red Cross Life Guard and 
by several junior life guards as 
well as all of the playground lead­
ers. The 'buddy" system will be 
used to safeguard each swimmer. 
The buddies will be registered and 
assigned to a play leader'. Then 
every five minutes during the 
swim time, the life guard will 
sound a horn and the buddies will 
show clasped hands in the water 
and be checked by the play leader. 
At fifteen minute intervals, swim­
mers will be required to leave the 
water and be checked again. 

Three swimming areas will be 
marked off at the beach; one for 
good swimmers; one for those who 
can swim a little; and one for those 
who can not swim at all. Permiss­
ion slips for the use of parents in 
granting permission to children to 
participate in the swimming have 
been distributed at each play 
ground. It is necessary that those 
be returned at once so that ade­
quate transportation facilities can 
be provided. All who go swimming 
are urged to dress for swimming 
at home if it is at all possible and 
the weather permits. 

It is also planned to run a special 
trip to the beach for those who 
wish to learn to swim on Friday 
morning at 9:30 o'clock. If this 
proves popular, this wfll probably 
be included as a regular weekly 
feature of the program. 

Mr. Storey, principal of North 
Lawrence High school, is director 
of the program. Mary Elliott, 
Betty Elliott, Margaret. Brogan and 
Jane Kent are playground leaders. 
Eileen Finnin has charge of handi­
craft and art work; Jay Grant is 
supeiwising athletic program for 
boys 8 to 13 and is conducting shop 
classes in model making and wood 
carving. Harold Hammond is in 
charge of instruction in social 
dancing.
