Sugar Saving Reminders 
Since the new sugar coupon 

Stamp 36, Book 4 will have to last 
four months instead of 3, careful 
spending of the 5 pound per-per-
son ration will be necessary to 
stave off scraping the bottom nf 
the family sugar bowl before Sep­
tember first . 

Home economists of the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture offer 
the following sugai -saving re­
minders: 

1. Is summer especially serve 
fresh f rui ts liberally in place of 
heavy desserts that call for sugar. 
A fruit salad topped by a dressing 
mixed with fruit juice does double 
duty as a refreshing salad and 
dessert. 

2. Save sirup from canned fruit 
to sweeten other fruit, sauces or 
beverages. 

3. Be sure all sugar is completely 
dissolved, to get its full sweetness. 
A sugar sirup goes farther than 
plain sugar in sweeting iced tea 
or fruit punch. To prepare sugar 
sirup, heat equal par ts of sugar 
and water until sugar is completely 
dissolved. Keep left-over j imp 
tightly covered in the refrigerator. 
Com sirup may also be used to 
sweeten summer drinks. Try some 
iced beverages without sugar. 

4. Cook cerelas with prunes, 
raisins, or dates, and serve without 
sugar. 

5. Use fewer or no frostings on 
cakes. Don' t frost the sides. 

6. Serve sweet yeast breads, such 
as cinnamon rolls, and sweet quick 
bread occasionally, instead of more 
sugar-consuming cakes and pies. 

7. Make desserts that use honey, 
molasses, sorghum, corn or other 
sirups whe,n these are available. 

8. Stretch sugar in baked gouds 
with honey, molasses, corn, or 
other s irups. Honey may replace 
sugar cup for cup, but use half the 
quantity of other liquid called for 
in original recipe—and keep bak­
ing temperature moderate. Corn, 
cane or maple sirups can replace 
sugar measure _ for measure, re­
duce liquid by 'one-third. 

Fat For Fat 
When the cupboard is bare cf 

some types of shortening ' those 
days, homemakers who want to 
substitute one fat for another call­
ed for in a recipe are sometimes 
unceitain' as to how much to use. 

So far as quantities go, home 
economicists of the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture say that , for 
all practical purposes, one fat may 
be substituted for another—mea­
sure for measure—in many re­
cipes. 

The various fats do differ some­
what in shortening power, but 
these sl ight differences matter 
only when a large amount of fat 
is used—or when working for a 
definite texture, as in a cake. In 
recipes demanding large amounts 
of fat, 7-8 cup (1 cup less 2 table­
spoons) of lard, oils, or home-ren­
dered fats provides the same short­
ening power as 1 cup but ter or 
margarine. Most hydrogenated 
fats (the creamed vegetable short­
enings sold under various brand 
names) may be substituted mea­
sure for measure for but ter or 
margarine in recipes. 

When using unsalted fats in 
place of butter or margarine in a 
recipe, add a little extra s a l t -
about 1-4 teaspoon per >/z cup fat. 

Spinach 
Vitaminize with spinach now that 

it is plentiful on the market. It is 
.in excellent source of vitamin A 
uid C, and contains iron and ribo­
flavin. 

Spinach, as well as other homc-
jreens such as asparagus, kale, 
beet greens, and mustard greens 
may serve as a substitute for 
oranges this year, when oranges 
Jre less plentiful and smaller in 
nze than usual. Greens give you 
lot only your vitamin C, but also 
substantial quantities of other 
food nutrients. 

Spinach is a perishable fond that 
needs In be used soon after it is 
picked. Select leaves that are crisp 
and dark green in"" color. Yellow 
leaves and seed stalks show that 
the spinach is old, and a musty 
odor indicates that it has been held 
too long without proper care. Re­
ject spinach that shows signs of 
insect injury. 

Since spinach grows close to the 
ground, the leaves usually are 
sandy and must, he thoroughly 
washed. When you wash the greens, 
lift them from the water; then the 
sand on the .leaves drops to the 
bottom of the pan. If you pour the 
water off the greens, you mix the 
sand through them again.

1 tablespoon sugar 
1 teaspoon grated on inn 
2 quarts cleaned, coarsely cut 
greens. 

Mix ail ingredients except greens 
in a saucepan and heat. Add the 
greens, and turn over and over 
until some of the crispness is gone 
and each leaf is well-seasoned. 

Cream of Spinach Soup 
3 tablespoons butter 
3 tablespoons flour 
3 cups milk 
1 teaspoon salt 
1-8 teasponn pepper 
1 teaspoon grated oninn 
!i cup finely chopped raw 
spinach 

Melt the hnlter in a saucepan; 
add flour and blend; add milk and 
st i r until smooth. Add seasonings 
and onion and cook until thick. No 
sooner than 10 minutes before ser­
ving, add spinach. This time will 
cook the spinach hut leave it still 
a hit crisp when served (H serv­
ings).
