The EFM service provides 237
phrases from which a combination
of any three is sent or by a ser-
vieeman al a cost of vnly 60 cents,
The phrases range from such ierse
expressions of affection as “Kiss-
es” or “Love” tn the more lo-
quacious text Ne, 61, “You are
more than ever in my thoughts at
thig time,”

Frequently selected EFM phrasg-
es sent by servicemen and ulso by
their families ave “Ave yonr all
right? Worried about you” and
“Please don’t worry.,” Other well-
worn phrases are both reussuring
and affectionate: “Writing,” “All
well at home,” The popular
“Darling,” “All my love™; and
ever-welcome “Letters sent” or
“Telegram received. Muny thanks”
or just plain “Well.” Still others
convey the news, “Son born,” or
“Daughter born.”
