Later he studied at McGill 
University in Montreal, Canada, 
from which University he received 
his doctor's degree in music. His 
earlier professional years were 
devoted to conducting the Twenty-
Second Artillery Band of Canada, 
from which position he retired to 
enter the field of college music 
teaching. He came to Potsdam 
State Teachers College as a mem­
ber of teaching staff of the Crane 
Music Department in 1938, having 
spent some years in private music 
teaching and_ teaching in the Uni­
versity of Wisconsin. 

Dr. O'Neill is composer of many 
musical numbers including ones 
for orchestra, chorus and orches­
tra, chorus with piano accompani­
ment, and more particularly ones 
for concert bands.

Memorial Set 
For Capt. Green, 
Fighter Pilot 

Capt. Robert Davis Green, who 
went down in flames after his 
fighter plane was hit by German 
anti-aircraft flak July 4, 1944, has 
been declared officially dead by the 
war department. His parents , Mr. 
and Mrs. Harold Green of Sanford-
ville got the letter containing the 
notice Sunday night when they re­
turned home from a visit to White 
Fish Lake, north of Ottawa. 

-Capt. Green was a squadron 
leader in the 379th Fighter Group 
of the USAAF. He was piloting 
a P-38 escorting heavy bombers on 
a raid over enemy occupied France. 
The mission was completed, it was 
officially revealed, and the bomb-
bers and fighters were enroute to 
their home base when Capt, 
Green's plane was hit by flak and 
burst into flames. The plane was 
seen to crash to the ground near 
Laval, France, and then exploding. 

Capt. Green's brother, Pvt. 
James Green, 18, was recently re­
leased from a U. S. a rmy hospital 
in Bremen, Germany, where he had 
received t reatment for serious in­
juries received in combat. Another 
brother, Paul, will take a pre-
induction physical examination 
soon. 

A memorial service for Captain 
Green will be held a t 3 p. m. Sun­
day in the West Stockholm Meth­
odist church. Rev. Jack Kelly will 
officiate. W. Nye Smith, com­
mander of the Frank Barclay Post, 
American Legion, in Potsdam, is 
making arrangements for a group 
of veterans to attend the l i tes .

POTSDAM HONOR ROLL 
TO BE MADE LARGER 

Village Liability 
For Police Acts 
Involved in Suit 

To Be Married 

Two new wings will be built on­
to the Potsdam honor roll on Paik 
street near the firehouse and civic 
center. 
, The new wings will each make 
room for five more, columns of 
names. There a re about 45 names 
to a column. This will provide ad­
ditional space for'450 more names 
of men or women serving in the 
armed forces. At present there are 
more than 1,000 more names on the 
roll. 

W. Ny« Smith has given the or­
der for the addition to Roy D. 
Taylor of Malone, who built the 
honor roll. Mr. Smith is chairman 
for the work as commander of the 
Legion post, 

Whether or not a policeman in a 
city or village in New York State 
is an agent of the municipality or 
performs a purely state function 
in carrying out his duties will be 
determined by the outcome of two 
cases now in the s ta te supreme 
courts. 

If it is finally held t ha t a police 
officer is performing a state func­
tion, enforcing the laws of the 
state, municipalities will be im­
mune from liability for damages to 
persons arising out of false arrest , 
assault and similar cases. 

If the ccwrst hold this to be the 
law, then suits arising out of these 
or similar cases will be filed and 
decided in the s ta te court of claims. 

If the courts determine a police­
man is an agent of the municipal­
ity, then the city or village will be 
liable for policemen's acts in the 
event the r ights of a citizen are 
assaulted. 

The Court of Appeals, the high­
est court in New York State will, 
it is expected, decide what the law 
is in this situation. More than 600 
villages and cities in the .-uate will 
be affected by the outcome of this 
litigation. The State Conference 
of Mayors, attorneys and other 
public and police agencies are fol­
lowing the cases closely. 

The first of the two cases in­
volving this point of law is a suit 
by Clayton McCarthy against the 
city of Saratoga Springs. Mc­
Carthy is suing for claimed assault 
damages suffered June 26, 1944, 
when Patrolman Stanley West of 
tha t city allegedly took him into 
custody on a conduct charge. Thru 
his attorney, James D. Connor, 
McCarthy is seeking $50,000 dam­
ages. Saratoga is represented by 
Eutler, Kilmer, Hoey and Butler. 

The McCarthy suit was filed in 
supreme court Sept. 1, 1944. A 
motion to dismiss the suit on the 
grounds the policeman was pet-
forming a state and not a city-
function at the time of the arrest 
was granted by Supreme Court 
Justice Andrew W. Ryan. The 
plaintiff, McCarthy, appealed to 
the Appellate -Division of the Third 
Department which sits in Albany. 
The appellate court by a 3-2 de­
cision held the policeman was an 
agent of the city. The attorneys 
for the city have moved to take 
the case to the Court of Appeals. 

The second case involves a suit 
for $5,000 by Pfc. Robert W. 
Yoiing, USMC, against the village 
of Potsdam for $5,000 for damages 
claimed from an alleged assault by 
Clarence Gardener, a Potsdam po­
liceman, on the young marine last 
December. Allan L. Gurley repre­
sented the village defendant in this 
case and Charles Campbell, the 
plaintiff. This suit was filed in 
supreme court before Supreme 
Court Justice Daniel F . Inirie. 
Raising the same issue as had been 
brought forward in the Saratoga 
case, Gurley moved for dismissal. 
Justice Imrie wrote his opinion ex­
cept for the last paragraph, await­
ing the decision of the. appellate 
court in the Saratoga case. Receiv­
ing it he noted, in the opinion yes­
terday by the Potsdam attorneys 
tha t he was in agreement with the 
minority of the supreme court 
judges in the appellate division, 
but of course was following the de­
cision of the superior court. 

To show the manner in which 
these two cases of state-wide in­
terest are related and Judge Im-
rie's opinion the full t ex t of the 
last paragraph of his opinion in 
the Potsdam case, written a t Glens 
Falls, is appended: 

"This statement was prepared 
some days ago a t which time, on 
the basis of the foregoing, (cita­
tions of laws and cases) I stated 
my determination that the motion

1' A. R. project which was giv.en 
I I Mrs. Daniels: 

ISllis Island, situated one mile 
from the Battery, New York City, 
was sold by this s ta te to the Fed­
eral Government in 1808 and until 
1891 it was used as a powder mag­
azine. From that t ime until re­
cent times Ellis Island was a land­
ing place for immigrants. I t was 
there that the i r papers were clear­
ed allowing them to enter the 
country and take up their abode. 
Almost from the beginning of its 
history, the D.A.R. has worked on 
the Island, a t first helping immi­
grants to pass the t ime away while 
awaiting en t ry to this country. , 

Occupational diversions were 
provided and much appreciated. 
But all that has been changed by 
World War I I . Immigrants are no 
longer assisted as there none now 
landing at Ellis Island to be serv­
ed. Instead our workers now 
maintain an Occupational Therapy 
Unit. This is the scientific use 
under doctor's prescription, of any 
form of mental or manual occupa­
tion adapted to the needs and 
strength of the person under t reat­
ment as an aid to recovery and 
rehabilitation. The people we help 
are the sick and disabled merchant 
seamen from American ships, U.S. 
Coast Guards, Lighthouse keepers 
and others in Federal employ who 
are entitled to t reatment under 
the U. S. Public Health Service. 

We help on an average 100 a 
day. Many of the patients are 
quite young. They were suddenly 
sent from normal homes into 
scenes of grea t danger and horror 
and their nerves weaken. The 
Merchant Marines manned the 
boats which carried supplies to our 
armed forces. Occupational ther­
apy is just what they need to 
steady those tortured minds and 
bring back mental health. The 
patients weave on all kinds of 
looms, tool leather, carve wood, 
model ships, knot belts and purses, 
knit, hook rugs and other types of 
craft work. The D.A.R. also knits 
articles for the use of young Coast 
Guard boys. 

Doctors feel that this work is of 
inestimable value in restorating 
health to the patients. During the 
past year our Society has helped 
7,315 patients. Each chapter in 
U. S. pays 5 cents pe r capital to­
ward financing Ellis Island work 
and as much more in money and 
materials as they desire. Ni-ha-na-
wa-te Chapter hopes to contribute 
more than i ts quota this year to­
wards this noble work.

Purple Heart 
Posthumously 
Given Sgt. Kilcoyne 

Mr. and Mrs. Anthony Kilcoyne, 
of North Lawrence, parents of 
Staff Sgt. Donald J . Kilcoyne, who 
was killed in action in China on 
April 2, 1945, have received a let­
te r from the war department an­
nouncing the award of the purple 
heart and the citation of honor. 

The let ter read in pa r t : "The 
President has requested me to in­
form you that the Purple Heart 
has been awarded posthumously to 
your son, Staff Sgt. Donald J . Kil­
coyne, Ai r Corps, who sacrificed 
his life in defense of his country. 

"The medal which you will re­
ceive shortly, is of slight intrinsic 
value, but rich with the tradition 
for which Americans are so gal­
lantly giving their lives. 

"Nothing the War Department 
can do or say will in any sense re­
pair the loss of your loved one. Let 
me in communicating to you the 
country's deep sympathy, also ex­
press to you its grati tude for his 
valor and devotion." 

The let ter was signed by Henry 
L. Stimson, Secretary of War.
