New York—The Janary price
of fluid milk (Class 1-AY) produced
for the New York metropolitan
milk marketing avea will be $5.78
a hundredweight (46.6 quarts), it
was announced this week by Dr,
C. J. Blanford, the market admin-
istrator. The price for December
is $5.81 a hundredweight. In Jan-
uary, 1950, it'was $4.80,

Dr. Blanford pointed out that
dairy farmers are never paid the

Class 1-A price. Handlers pay that
price to the New York pool for the

milk they use in that category, In ||

turn, dairy farmers are paid a uni-
form price which is determined
by the use of all milk received at
country plants approved for the
New York marketing area,
The Class 1-A price is determin-
ed monthly by a formula which
considers general economic condi-
tions as shown in the index of
wholesale commodity prices pub-
lished by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics; milk supply and de-
mand factors, and seasonality,
