Norwood—A bond issue to rai 
$1,400,001) for the Norwood-Nor­
folk Central School building pr

• evs at the polls Jan . 10. Votes 
iiioroving the resolution iium 

e-1 more than the necessary 1 
.hirds majority. 

Of the total 1001 votes cast, 77(i 
v.ere for the bona issue, 223 reg-
i- tered disapproval and two were 
invalid. 

Opposition to the whole plan of 
he combined school district never 

.riat.eralized as strongly as the 
central school's supporters feared. 
In 1949 on the first vote on the 
issue of centralizing the 17 dis­
tr icts in the area, the results 
v.ere 827 in favor and 205 against . 

The only time a serious split 
developed was last fall when resi­
dents had to choose between the 
Smith-Raymond site, midway be­
tween the villages of Norwood-
and Norfolk, and the McGregor 
property on the Norfnlk-Ray-
miindville highway. At that time, 
the vote was 882 for the Smith-
Raymond site and 508 for the op­
posite site, still a substantial ma­
jority. 

The proposed school will bo 
ready for use in the fall of 1952 at 
the earliest observers believe. The 
firm of Sargent, Webster, Cren­
shaw and Follcy of Watertown 
lias been chosen as achitects. 

Now that the money is available 
I he next step is to advertise for 
bids on construction and school 
equipment. Of the $1,400,000, the 
••uni of $1,335,000 will be used for 
the new building and grounds 
and the sum of $05,000 will be 
used to convert the present build­
ings for use as a grade school.
