In 1941, the story goes, Roosevelt 
resorted to even stronger tactics. He 
drew o"n his personal wartime powers 
to gel tlie seaway built by executive 
order.

a fairly optimistic position f6r 1951. 

Peculiarly enough, while the na­
tional defense Is its strongest immedi­
ate argument, outbreak of total war 
could kill the project overnight. 
Neither the manpower nor the ma­
terials could be spared for the sea­
way, it is generally agreed, *'ith 
World War 3 in progress. 

Observers say that the late of tha 
.caway in Congress will depend mora 
on sophisticated politics than on plain 
argument. And in politics. Observer* 
add, the proponents fail to show ada-
quate strength to win over the legis­
lators, most of whom are ihdiffereht 
to the backers pleasure or displeas­
ure. 

But to look back again at the fn.nji 
of the world, the seaway's leaden 
always have before them the example* 
of Panama and Suez. Thess water­
ways wcre achieved in spite of diffi­
culties. 

And there is the comfort that 
ihe world has a way. while often 
weird and belated, of getting th« 
things done that should he done. 
Maybe the St. Lawrence seaway «tll 
be one of those things.
