pear . His claim was confirmed J>y 
affidavits f rom Dr. L. T. McNuIty. 

Judge Sanford* agreed to the 
postponement. Mr. Sverdlow is 
accused of obtaining "upwards of 
$10,000" f rom the Reading Cor­
rugated Container Corp. of Bead­
ing, Pa.,' between October, 1944 
and June, 1947 by means of false 
waybills for shipments of paper. 

Charges False Loads 
District At torney Charles E. 

Bowers has accused Mr. Sverdlow 
of represent ing that t ruckloads of 
pape r which he was buying for 
the Pennsylvania firm as a broker 
as 4000 pounds heavier than they 
actually were. 

Mr . Campbell says t h e charges 
are "absolutely false" and t h a t 
they stem f rom "misconduct on 
the pa r t of a disgruntled former 
employe." 

H e said the firm had made "ex­
orbi tant demands" on Mr. Svard-
low last January .

An immunization clinic will be

H e 
will 'be assisted' by t h e public 
health nurses. 

Triple vaccine, which protects 
against whooping cough, diphth­
eria and te tanus , will b e admin­
istered. Dr. Stevenson has ad­
vised tha t in order to insure com­
plete protect ion children must r e ­
ceive three doses. 

Space Injections 
The first two inoculations a re 

given a month apar t and the third 
Follows six months la ter . All 
children from 3 months t o 5 years 
should receive this series of im­
munization doses. 

If a child has been protected 
in infancy booster doses are 
recommended a t 5, 10 and 15 
years. 

F o r children over 5 who have 
never received protection diphth­
eria toxoid will be given in two 
doses a month apart . 

Combats Atom Injuries 
Dr. Stevenson has said that the 

tetanus toxoid serves as a p ro­
tective measure in case of an 
atomic attack as well as combat­
ting' t h e usual hazards of child­
hood.

Potsdam's stopgap animal 

shelter is in danger of extinction 
if funds are not soon found to con­
tinue i t s operation. The shelter, 
which is run under the auspices of 
the Society for the Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals by Mrs . Eu­
gene McCarthy of the Madrid 
road, needs $50 to keep i t oper­
ating properly. 

Mrs. McCarthy this week issued 
an appeal for contributions to 
support the SPCA work. Contri­
butions for the fund will be ac­
cepted a t the Courier and Free­
man office, 59 Market S t . and 
turned1 over to the local SPCA of­
ficials fbr action. 

The shelter a t the McCarthy 
farm currently consists of a sec­
tion of the barn in which stray 
dogs have been kept. When inter­
viewed by a Courier and Freeman 
reporter last week Mrs. McCarthy 
had a s guests two tiny puppies, 
five la rger ones, one full-grown 
dog and 17 cats . 

Mrs. McCarthy said t h a t $50 
would buy the materials needed 
to turn the shelter into a pleasant 
home for the animals. She said 
her husband would contribute 
most of the labor needed t o make 
the change. 

District Attorney 
Tells Lions About 
Crimes. Penalties 

District Attorney Charles E. 
Bowers talked on "Crime and i t s 
Punishment" at a meet ing of the 
Potsdam Lions Club a t the Pots­
dam Club on Tuesday evening. 
The district attorney explained in 
detail the various kinds of of­
fenses and crimes and the penal­
ties for each. 

He pointed out that offenses 
and infractions are not classified 
as "crimes." Such cases might be 
traffic violations, disorderly con­
duct and other minor occurrences. 

These are usually settled by a 
relatively small fine and do not 
give the offender a criminal re ­
cord tha t would disqualify him for 
a civil service position, Ml'. Bow­
ers said. 

Explains Crimes 
Crimes are classified as mis­

demeanors or felonies, h e explain­
ed. The maximum penal ty for a 
misdemeanor is one yea r in prison. 
This may be served in a county 
jail. Felonies carry penalties 
ranging from a year u p which 
must be served in a s ta te prison. 

Mr. Bowers also explained the 
probation system, which gives 
first offenders another chance to 
turn away from crime. He also 
told of t reatment of persons un­
der 19 as "juvenile offenders." 
They receive different t rea tment 
in this case, he pointed out, which 
is intended to steer them right .
