Power Water 
Report to Board 

._ According to a report for the 
(rear 1950 presented to the Vil-
• Ve Board of Trustees by E. 
Stanley Howlett, superintendent, 
Monday night, the filter and light 
plant treated 366,652,300 gallons 
of water during the period. Wash 
waiter amounting to 8,919,100 
gallons was used and 357,643,200 
gallons were pumped to users of 
village water. 

In treating the water, Mr. How­
lett reported 99,750 pounds of

As "exhibit A" Trustee 
Kelly showed members of the 
board a napkin through which 
cold water had run. It had a 
large yellow spot in the center. 
The trustees decided to look 
into the situation, although no 
other compalints from the Le­
roy St. area had been filed since 
late December when a new 
water level guage was installed 
at the filter plant. 

alum, 43,795 pounds of lime, 1101 
pounds of ammonia and 4121 
pounds of chlorine were neces­
sary. 

The power generation facilities 
at the plant produced 1,171,600 
kilowatts of electricity during 
1950, the report continued. The 
village sold 337,000 • kilowatts to 
the Niagara Mohawk Power Cor­
poration and received 79,600 kilo­
watts from the company during 
periods when the water level was 
not high enough to permit the 
village generating apparatus to 
operate. The civic center used 
79,660 kilowatts of electricity. 

Figured at one-half cent a kilo­
watt, the standard price, the total 
value of power produced by the 
village plant was $5858. The vil­
lage paid $1685 to Niagara Mo­
hawk Power Corporation for pow­
er consumed, while the company 
paid $398 for power bought from 
the village. Added to the trans­
actions conducted by the village 
is a charge of $80 a month charg­
ed 'by the power company as fee 
for standing by to provide power 
to the village in case the genera­
tor is not operable. 

Mr. Howlett reported that the 
civic center used $398 worth of 
power during the period.

"lack of supervision" on this job 
and the delays which have block­
ed the street for several weeks. 

The state officer wrote Mayor 
Putnam that he had taken steps 
to speed up the work. He enclosed 
a copy of a letter sent to the con­
tractor on the storm sewer job. 
Access to the street has been pro­
vided, the mayor pointed out, but 
the work is still delayed by bad 
weather.

A compressor 
which can emit 50 cubic feet of 
air a minute is being considered 
to replace the present machine, 
the capacity of which is 12 cubic 
feet a minute. The new apparatus 
will cost about $1000. Members 
felt it would improve the opera­
tion of the fire signal. No final 
decision on the matter was taken. 

The trustees decided to reopen 
bids on a hot water heater for the 
basement of the civic center. No 
bids were submitted the last time 
the request was made. 

Claim Stalled 

Village Attorney Allan L. Gur-
ley stated that the claim of Chase 
Laundry against the village for 
damage allegedly caused by dirty 
water has not been settled. Mr. 
Gurley said that he would have 
further advice on the village's 
course in this matter at the meet­
ing of Feb. 19. 

The Proctor Dry Cleaning Co. 
case, in which the village seeks 
to prevent the company from op­
erating on Maple St., an area 
zoned to exclude businesses of this 
type, is still in the hands of the 
referee, Judge Ellsworth Law­
rence, Mr. Gurley said.

Many Rulers Marry Consorts, 
Live in Potsdam, Survey Shows 

When Neila Bullis, daughter of 
Stanley Bullis of Ottawa, a Clark-
son graduate, crowns the queen 
and kings of the carnival Friday 
night many spectators may won­
der what has happened to previous 
kings and queens. Here are some 
of the answers. 

During the years, a romance 
has blossomed among the royalty. 
In 1934, Philip "Pinky" Ryan, 
now assistant professor of physic­
al education at Clarkson shared 
the throne with Virginia Melius 
who later became Mrs. Ryan. 
Cupid returned again in 1940 
when King John Weaver and 
Queen Bette Farmer were married 
the following summer. 
' Tech men are known to have 

married several carnival queens. 
The queen of the 1941 carnival, 
Phyllis Fellendorf, was claimed by 
Al Carty, formerly assistant pro­
fessor of business administration 
at Clarkson. Barbara Wade, who 
was crowned in 1948, became the 
bride of another Tech alumnus, 
Bill Whalen. 

Altogether, nine queens out of 
19 in the past carnivals have mar­
ried Clarkson graduates. Queen 
Charlotte Parker who reigned in 
1932 married Francis P. McKeefe 
of Clarkson's class of '34. Mar-
jorie Russell, queen in 1933, was 
married to Roscoe T. -Tarbell of 
the class of '33 and is now living 
in EJmira. Mary Hugley, the 

beauty of the 1937 carnival be­
came the bride of a Tech graduate, 
J. Francis Blackley. Joan Hoff, 
who was queen in 1942 be­
came the bride of Allan Clark of 
Clarkson. Another Tech man, Eu­
gene Mueller claimed the queen in 
1949, Janet Wenk, as Mrs. Muel­
ler. 

Although close to 50 percent of 
the past queens married Clarkson 
men, somehow two state teachers 
college men managed to compete 
for two of the carnival beauties. 
Wave Nims Grossman was al­
ready the bride of Fred Grossman 
of Potsdam State Teachers Col­
lege when she was crowned in 
1947. Queen Joanne Callahan of 
1950 is now the wife of Warren 
Adams who is still a student at 
Potsdam State. 

The town of Potsdam which has 
played friendly host to thousands 
of stuents can take pride for hav­
ing furnished five of its finest to 
rein over the annual affairs. In 
1937, Catherine Lenney, and the 
following year, Mary Hugley, be­
came queens of the carnival. And 
in 1944, Betty Elliott was crowned 
queen while in 1946 Bob Smith 
was named king. The latest local 
beauty to rule the carnival was 
Barbara Wade who ascended the 
throne in 1948. 

In 20 years of the carnival, the 
kings have been predominantly 

athletes. Among them football 
men were the favorites with the 
voters, nine of them having been 
elected; three of them were hock­
ey players, while two each were 
outstanding in basketball and 
baseball. 

The former kings today 'are en­
gaged in various diversified pro­
fessions. Many of them were in 
military service in World War 2 
as commissioned officers. The 
first king of the carnival, Willard 
Steeves, is now principal of a high 
school in West Winfiled. Another 
business major "Pinky" Ryan, is 
now on the Clai-kson faculty. Ro­
bert Moore of '33, who received his 
degree in civil engineering, is now 
a superintendent of a Canadian 
gold mine. A chemical engineering 
graduate in 1936, Robert Cain is 
now a successful businessman as 
president of a national food pro­
ducer, John E. Cain Company of 
Boston, Mass. 

Jerry Ashcroft of the class of 
'41 entered the Army in 1942 and 
was separated from the service 
with the rank of major. He taught 
mathematics at Mohawk College 
following his military service and 
was elected state assemblyman in 
1948 on the Democratic ticket. 

Other Clarkson men who were 
kings are practicing engineers in 
various capacities in many dif­
ferent fields.
