t ion and problems of the UN Se­
curi ty Council. 

The agenda for the conference 
has been drawn from current in­
ternat ional problems now under 
discussion or within the a r ea of 
possible discussion by the Secur­
i ty Council. Resolutions as the 
bases of debate will be introduced 
by five nations, dealing with ag­
gression in the P a r East, the 
problem of peace treaties for 
Germany and Italy, the Kasmir 
proiblem, the problem of a UN po­
lice force, and the problem of ag­
gression in Tibet.

On Saturday afternoon, Feb. 17 
a t 1:30, the delegates will shed 
their roles as representatives of 
their respective nations and will 
discuss the fu ture of the United 
Nations from the i r own viewpoints 
at a round table discussion.
