Local Marine 
Witnesses Atom 
Blast in Nevada 

SGT. PARKER WHITMAN 

Camp Desert Rock, Nev. — Sgt. 
Parker B. Whitman of Potsdam, 
Thursday witnessed an atomic ex­
plosion and then joined in the 
mock assault on an objective near 
the center of the atomic impact 
area. 

He is one of 2000 Marines who 
took part in the latest series of 
atomic tests at the Atomic Energy 
Commission proving grounds here. 

The exercise included training 
in operation employing the use of 
atomic weapons, the handling and 
use of equipment exposed to an 
atomic explosion, and the newest 
developments in physical protec­
tion. 

Sergeant Whitman is a member 
of a provision battalion of Mar­
ines from Camp Dejeune, N. C, 
which along with another battalion' 
from Camp Pendleton, Calif., was 
flown to this desert site to par­
ticipate in atomic attack problems. 

Sergeant Whitman entered the 
Marine Corps in Sentember 1941. 
His parents. Mr. and Mrs. Darwin 
Whitman, live at RD 5, Potsdam. 

County DelegatesConfer on TB 
Ogdensbiirg — Mrs. Edith Van 

Kennen, delegate of the St. Law­
rence County Tuberculosis and 
Public Health Association, return­
ed recently from the annual con­
ference of the State and l"cal 
committees on tuberculosis and 
public health, State Charities Aid 
Association, held at the Hotel 
Statler, New York, Apr. 21-23. At 
the luncheon meeting on Monday 
the executive secretaries WPIV cit­
ed. Mrs. Elizabeth A. Ward of 
St. Lawrence County %vas among 
those honored. | 

The St. Lawrence County Tu­
berculosis and Health Association 
joined forces with other county 
and city groups of the State Char­
ities Aid Association, which cele­
brated its 80th anniversary at the 
conference. 

The opening session of the State 
Committee's Conference, featured 
the first state-wide discussion for 
laymen on the new tuberculosis 
drug, isonicotinic acid hydrazide. 
Prominent specialists in tuber­
culosis control cautioned against 
too much optimism about use of 
the drug, stating that its ultimate 
effect, and the resistance capacity! 
of the tubercule bacilli, is still un-' 
known. It was emphasized that 
the drug may reduce the number 
of deaths from the disease, thus 
increasing the number of chronic 
cases as well as ambulatory cases 
which may become added sources 
of infection. Regardless of the 
drug used, it was stressed, tuber­
culosis lesions will still require re­
tracted treatment such as bed rest 
and surgery. Use of the drug will 

not diminish the need for increased 
research, supplementary treatment 
and hospital beds. 

Speakers were Dr. Carl Musch-
pnheim, associate professor of 
clinical medicine, New York Hos­
pital-Cornell Medical Center; Dr. 
.T Hums Amberson, visiting physi­
cian in charge, chest service, Bell-
vue Hospital, and Dr. James E. 
Perkins, mumming director, nat­
ional Tuberculosis Association. 

Another danger, according to 
these authorities, which may result 
from undue public optimism is the 
threatened reduction of federal 
and state appropriations for tuber­
culosis control. 

At other sessions of the confer­
ence, Dr. Maurice A. Donovan, 
Schenectady, gave a report on the 
recent formation of the New York 
State Heart Assembly; Miss G. 
Dorothy Williams, chairman of the 
State Nutrition Committee spoke 
on "Nutrition Education and Ser 
vices", Dr. Robert Hunt, St. Law­
rence State Hospital, Ogdensburg, 
spoke on "The State Mental Hos­
pital and the Community," and Dr. 
Edward X. Mikol, general director 
of the Bureau of Tuberculosis Hos­
pitals, State Department of 
Health, discussed "Rehabilitation 
and Guidance for the Tuberculos­
is." Dr. Mikol said that the re­
port of the special committee which 
studied the needs for rehabilita­
tion services in upstate hospitals 
had been adopted as the basis for 
planning a comprehensive state­
wide program of rehabilitation, 
and budget recommendations fori 

increasing personnel have been 
made accordingly. The state com­
mittee on tuberculosis and public 
health took a major part in the 
preparation of the report, and suz-
fidized its distribution. 

Dr. Robert E. Plunkett, assist­
ant commissioner, Division of Tu­
berculosis Control, State Depart­
ment of Health, discussed "High­
lights of the Official Tuberculosis 
Control Program in New York 
State."
