The child, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Ronald Grant received head lac­
erations, bruises, a possible con­
cussion and possible internal in­
juries at about 1:30 p. m. yes­
terday. 

Investigating deputies from the 
county sheriff's office gave this 
story of the accident: 

After being let out of a car driv­
en by his mother, the child started 
to cross the highway to his school-
house. At the same time a car 
driven by Arthur Vebber, Colton. 
was proceeding towards Potsdam 
on the sehoolhouse side of the two-
lane road. Mr. Vebber's view was 
obscured by tractor-trailer which 
was passing another car. 

Mr. Vebber swerved to miss the 
boy in the middle of the road, but 
his left-hand door swung open and 
hit the child. The Vebber car 
swerved into the ditch and tipped 
over. 

The child was taken immediately 
to Potsdam Hospital. No charges 
were made against Mr. Vebber.

Market for Grads Looks Good

If you're a senior graduating 
from one of Potsdam's two col­
leges this year, chances are good 
that you already have a job—at a 
tidy salary. And you , probably 
have received several job offers 
that you've turned down. 

At least that's the way it sounds 
after speaking- with placement of­
ficials at Clarkson College and 
Potsdam State Teachers College. 

Clarkson's engineers are the top 
commodity on the bachelor's de­
gree job market, according to Wil­
liam T. Maeck, director of place­
ment. Companies started to inter­
view Clarkson seniors on Oct. 9 
and just wound up about two 
weeks ago. "There were one or 
two companies , here practically 
every day," he said. 

"I'm pretty sure that 99 percent 
of the seniors have a job or 
haven't tried too hard because 
they're going into the service," 
Mr. Maeck said. 

Even the business administra­
tion students at Tech haven't had 
much trouble finding a notch for 
themselves in the business world. 
They are not going to pull down 
paychecks as hefty as the engin­
eers', but they're, doing all right— 
or at least most men who started 
in business before the present 

boom would say so. 
The pay for Tech grads? Well, 

engineers are being offered from 
$315 to $330 a month, Mr. Maeck 
said. One man with previous ex­
perience was offered $410, but 
that was an unusual case, As a 
rule, chemical engineers get more 
than anyone else. 

As for those business adminis­
tration men, they're being offered 
from $250 a month to a high of 
$340. That high figure was "very 
unusual," Mr. Maeck said. 

With 115 companies interview­
ing prospective graduates at Tech, 
it was "like a fraternity rush," 
Mr. Maeck said. To show how the 
demand for college graduates has 
increased in the past few years, 
he said that three years ago a 
mere 19 companies interviewed in 
Potsdam. Last year the figure 
jumped to 90, while this year rep­
resentatives of 115 firms crowded 
on to the campus looking for like­
ly prospects. Interviews for the 
year totalled 1400. 

The best man had 10 to 12 job 
offers, Mr. Maeck said. "Good men 
had more than they could handle. 
The poor man had it tougher," 
but most of them got jobs anyway. 
In fact, companies with training 
programs took men this year 

whom they probably wouldn't have 
noticed last year. 

Across Main St. at PSTC, J. 
Stuart Hobkirk, who handles 
placements for the college's ele­
mentary school teachers and mus­
ic supervisor candidates, said yes­
terday that "Except for a few who 
are getting married," all elemen­
tary teachers have been placed al­
ready. Those few Crane Depart­
ment of Music students who don't 
have jobs so far are working on 
something, he added. 

The job market is better than 
last year's, he says, and last year's 
was pretty good. Demand for ele­
mentary teachers for New York 
public schools was much greater 
than the teachers college could 
supply. 

The salary range depends on the 
location of the school and its size, 
Mr. Hobkirk said. It runs some­
where between $2700 and $3300 a 
year. And then there are those 
vacations. 

Mr. Hobkirk pointed out that 
the state had a minimum salary 
for teachers of $2500 a year. Aft­
er July 1, schools will have to set 
up a scale of pay raises through 
the first 12 steps up the teaching 
ladder.

Mayor Harold A. Putnam Mon­
day night appointed Trustees San-
ford Dewey and Milon Murphy as 
a committee to look into the possi­
bility of the village buying land 
other than the area between Main 
and Water Sts. for an offstreet 
parking lot. The appointment was 
made during the meeting of the 
Village Board of Trustees in the 
civic center. 

Mr. Murphy and Mr. Dewey 
were on opposite sides of the 
fence two weeks ago when pur­
chase of land between Main and 
Water Sts. for a parking area 
came to a vote among the trustees. 

Mr. Murphy, feeling that the 
price asked for the land was too 
high and that the refusal of one 
property owner to sell made it un­
wise to consider the project, voted 
to table indefinitely consideration 
of the Main-Water St. land. Mr. 
Dewey opposed the tabling mo­
tion with Trustee Bernard J. 
Lenney. The motion passed 3-2. 

Guesses on Plots 

Although neither Mr. Dewey or 
Mr. Murphy gave any indication 
at the board meeting what areas 
they would investigate for parking 
purposes, observers guessed this 
week that land at the end of Mun-
son St. and on Fall Island may be 
among parcels considered by the 
two-man committee. Both these 
areas, it was noted, were recom­
mended—along with the Main-
Water St. area—for offstreet 
parking by the Planning Commis­
sion report in 1949. 

It is belived that the two trus­
tees will sound out property own­
ers on how they feel about selling 
to the village. Later they probab­
ly will get appraisals of the land 
from disinterested parties. A sim­
ilar procedure was followed during 
negotiations on the proposed 
Main-Water St. parking area. 

Neither Mr. Murphy nor Mr. 
Dewey have yet discussed how 
they will go about the search for 
a parking lot, Mr. Murphy said 
yesterday. Mr. Murphy said, how­
ever, that the search will probably 
be "a long range thing," and that 
action will not be immediate. 

The two trustees, contacted aft­
er the meeting, would not say if 
any specific parcel of land in tha 
village would be considered for the 
lot. 

Study Ordinance 
In other matters before the 

trustees, Village Attorney William 
Cubley was asked to study draw­
ing up an ordinance to prohibit 
double parking in the village. He 
expects to report on such an ordi­
nance within a few weeks. 

The board also asked Carson 
James, village street superinten­
dent, to investigate complaints 
about an abandoned, burned-out 
building on the corner of Maynard 
and Washington Sts. A portion of 
the structure is still standing and 
parents in the area , have com­
plained that it is dangerous to 
children playing near it. 

Trustee Murphy suggested the 
village contact the State of New 
York about widening the Maple 
St. bridge by putting the sidewalk 
on an overhang, from the side of 
the bridge. The road area would 
then be increased to three lanes, 
the trustee said, and traffic would 
be speeded up. 

The board also voted to remit a 
license fee of the carnival now 
playing on Market St. because it 
is sponsored by Frank Barclay 
Post 74, American Legion. The ' 
trustees also fixed the dates for 
two poppy days—May 24 for the 
American Legion and May 30 for 
the Veterans of Foreign Wars.
