PpwerComoany 
To Start Building 
M Hydro Plant 

Syracuse — Niagara Mohawk 
Power Corporation will start con­
struction this month on the first 
of five new hydro-electric generat­
ing plants on the Racquette River 
w a r Potsdam, it was announced 
yesterday by Earle J. Machold, 
president. /The total development 
will a3*~!P0,OO0 Wlowatts to the 
company's rated generating ca­
pacity and will cost an estimated 
$22 million. 

The new power development is 
•located 67 miles upstream from 
the point where the Racquette 
River flows into the St. Lawrence. 
In addition to the five generating 
plants it will include a storage 
reservoir at Carry Falls which h 
been under construction and will 
bo "omnlnted this summer. 

The first of the five hvdro nlants 
-ill be located at South Colton 
and will have a rated capacity of 
19,350 kilowatts. A concrete dam 
45-foot high will be constructed 
across the river to create a reser­
voir about one and a half miles 
long. A steel pipeline 1,300 feet 
long will carry water from . the 
reservoir to the power house be­
low the dam. Other facilities in­
clude a substation and a trans­
mission line, connecting this power 
plant with vthe Niagara Mohawk 
system. 

The four other plants will be 
built upstream between South 
Colton and the Carry Falls storage 
reservoir. They will be located at 
Five Falls, Eainbow Falls, Blake 
Falls and Stark Falls. The entire 
project is scheduled to be com­
pleted in May of 1957. 

Niagara Mohawk has nine other 
hydro-electric stations on the Rac­
quette river downstream from 
South Colton. The storage reser­
voir at Carry Falls will provide 
an even flow of water to the new 
and existing plants and will in­
crease the operating efficiency of 
the present' stations. With the 
completion of the project the Rac­
quette river will be harnessed 
fully for power purposes.

Christian Science Church, Bought 
In 1947. Dedicated with Services 

In services Sunday members of 
the First Church of Christ, Scien­
tist of Potsdam dedicated their 
church building on Elm St., de­
claring the church free from 
debt, a prerequisite for dedication 
of Christian Science Churches. 

The history of the Potsdam 
church dates back to 1891 when a 
Christian Scientist from Buffalo 
wt s invited here to explain Chris­
tian Scientist to interested resi­
dents. 

In 1895 the first group of Chris­
tian Science students in Potsdam 
began having regular Sunday ser­
vices in a private home. Wednes­
day evening testimony meetings 
were soon being conducted regu­
larly. Nine years later the group 
rented the second floor of Stone's 
Gallery on Market St. 

There a reading room and audi­
torium were built so members 
could study the Bible and Chris­
tian Science literature. At the 
same time a Sunday School was 
established. A Christian Science 
society was formally organized in 
February of 1905. The first free 
lecture was given in the opera 
house in 1907. They have been 
given annually since then. 

On Jan. 8, 1919 members of the 
society voted unanimously to pur­
chase the home in which they had 
first held meetings 18 years be­
fore. On Jan. 26, title to the 
property was obtained for $2900. 
The following month members vot­
ed to organize a church, appoint­
ing a committee to draw up the 
by-laws. Shortly before remodel­
ing of the house began, the society 
became a corporate body, conform­

ing with the religious corporations 
law of the state. A grant under 
the will of Mary Baker Eddy, dis­
coverer of Christian Science, fin­
ally freed it from the remaining 
indebtedness and on June 5, 1921 
the first church building was dedi­
cated. 

The next development came 
when Clarkson College of Tech­
nology offered the property at 28 
Elm St. in exchange for the Chris­
tian Science church building, cor­
ner of Main and Pierrepont. 

Extensive alterations were made 
in the summer and fall of 1947 
according to plans made by 
Charles Draper Faulkner, Chicago 
architect. The completed wooden 
colonial structure is white. The 
gift of $10,000 from the Selina 
Cornish Fund together with $12,-
000 contributed by members and 
friends locally, provided funds to 
complete the remodeling and 
landscaping without incurring fur­
ther indebtedness. 

On Thanksgiving Day of that 
year the first service was held 
there.
