Homeowners near Potsdam 
State Teachers College's planned 
heating plant on Pierrepont Ave. 
campus have not yet decided 
whether they will press their pro­
test against the fact that the 
plant will burn soft coal that will 
be stored outdoors without cover. 

A petition signed by 47 resi­
dents condemning the heating 
plant was presented to the Village-
Board of Trustees Monday. Dr. 
Frederick W. Crumb,'president of 
the teachers college, answered it 
in person at the meeting, saving 
that the plant would burn coal ef­
ficiently and not drop soot on the 
village. He also gave his word 
that the coal pile would be sur­
rounded by a vine-covered fence 
to hide it.from view of the neigh­
borhood. 

Plan Meeting 

P. H. Reynolds, 103 Main St., 
one of the petition's signers said 
yesterday that the petitioners 
would "get together" soon and 
talk the situation over. The Vil­
lage Board took no action on the 
petition. It is believed that the 
protesting homeowners may have 
to deal directly with the state. The: 

only village law which appiles to 
this structure is the smoke ordin­
ance. This law cannot be used un 
til the plant is in operation. 

At the Monday night board 
meeting, the petitioners were rep­
resented by Verner M. Ingram, an 
attorney. None of the signers of 
the petition appeared. 

Dr. Crumb told the board and 
Mr. Ingram that the coal burning 
f—stem that the teachers college is 
going to build is a modern version, 
of the heating systems at Sun-
mount and Raybrook sanitariums 
where tuberculosis patients are 
hospitalized. He pointed out that 
doctors would not allow such heat­
ing plants if they spread soot and 
gas near TB patients. 

Won't Spew Smoke 

The PSTC plant, he said, will he 
expertly operated. I t will burn 
"99 percent plus" of the coal in 
it. Therfe. will be no black smoke, 
except when the plant is not work­
ing right. Coal will be fed into the 
furnaces from the bottom of the 
fire. The fact that the building 
will have a 165-foot stack without 
great forced draft will keep "fly-
ash" from being scattered over 
the village. 

There will be no gas given off, 
he continued, because of the bot­
tom feed feature of the furnaces. 
Gas is formed when fuel hits a red 
hot fire, he said, not when the fire 
burns down to the fuel. 

On the request by the petition­
ers that the heating plant burn oil, 
Dr. Crumb said he had been told 
by an engineer that "any oil burn­
er of that size will cause you more 
dirt than the modern combusition 
of bituminous (soft) coal." 

The average home heating oil 
burner, he said, "can be awfully 
efficient—but seldom is." In fact, 
16 domestic oil burners give more 
dirt and gas than the one going 
up. The houses in the three-or 
four-block area around the heat­
ing plant, Dr. Crumb estimated, 
will make more dirt than the col­
lege heating plant. ' 

Stored on Mat 

He said that coal will be stored 
outdoors on a concrete mat equip­
ped with sprinklers. Bulldozers 
will push the fuel into holes in the 
mat where the fuel will be picked 
up by a conveyer belt to take i t 
to the stokers. A fence will be 
placed around the coal pile. I t 
will be covered by snow most of 
the winter, he told the board. He 
gave his personal assurance that 
the fence would be covered with 
vines during the summer because 
"nobody wants to come out of 
their front or back door to look 
out on a pile of coal," 

Coal was chosen for the heating 
plant, Dr. Crumb explained, be­
cause the state found, that number 
five fuel oil or bunker oil are pro-
prohibitivcly expensive in the 
North Country.. Transporation 
costs boost the price out of reach, 
he said. 

In concluding, Dr. Crumb 
stressed that the heating plant 
question had been studied by the 
state with the residents of the vil­
lage in mind. "This is not a case 
of the state moving in here and 
putting up anything they want." 
he said. 

The college president told the 
board that he was glad to get 
facts about the heating plant on 
record. The petitioners, he said, 
could have obtained this informa­
tion before by calling up the col­
lege.

Reporting on a survey he made 
with Sgt, Harry Wheeler, Police 
Chief Floyed Gilson told the board 
that out of 37 village merchants 
questioned, 30 favored enforcing 
parking meters until 9 p. m. Sat­
urday nights. Six, the chief said, 
are against the proposal, and one 
doesn't care. 

Having the meters in operation 
on Saturday nights was put forth 
recently as a means of reducing 
parking tie-ups in the village. 

In other matters before the 
board, Village Attorney William 
Cubley reported that present vil­
lage ordinances are adequate to 
take care of double parking in the 
business area, There is not cause 
for passing a special double park­
ing ordinance, he said. The police 
will ticket violators in the future 
the board decided. 

The village attorney also said 
he had received complaints that 
carnivals using the Waldruff lot 
on outer Market St. were violating 
the village zoning ordinance.
