Paper Company 
Works Full Year 
Without Accident 

Workers at the Racquette River 
Paper Company plant Tuesday 
celebrated the completion of a full 
year without a lost-time accident, 
a new record for the Unionville 
plant. 

As a result of this record, the 
green award of merit flag of the 
National Safety Council is now 
flying over the plant. 

As of this morning, the un­
broken record stinds at 367 days 
worked without a lost-time acci­
dent. With 1,170,000 man-hours 
worked without an accident, the 
company is now .'minting to a goal 
of 3 million safe man-hours. 

The best previous record, the 
company said this week, was set in 
1950 when the nlant operated 
without a time-lost accident for 
211 days or 618,finn iv"n-hours. 

"Enthusiastic cooperation by ev­
ery employe is the serrpt of the 
company's success in this cam-
raign," a management spokesman 
said yesterday. "Only bv watch­
ful care every moment of the 
working day bv every worker 
could lost-time accidents be avoid­
ed." The leadership of superin­
tendents and foremen was also 
highly commended. 

Compared to the paper indust"v 
in general, the company said, this 
is one of the great all-time safety 
records. A significant feature of 
the safety drive is the saving in, 
employes' wages by prevention of 
lost-time accidents, to say noth­
ing of the grief to their families, 
it was pointed out.
