Malone sixth with 81 8/7; Saranr 
ac Lake seventh, 8 points, and 
Potsdam eighth with 4 points. Mad 
rid, Heuvelton, Morristown and 
Norwood-Norfolk failed to score a 
point. 

Sherburne, with a fourth in the 
shot put event, was the only indi­
vidual from' Potsdam to fihlsh in 
the money, OFA's Bob Spooner, 
who won the event, tossed the 12-
pound lead ball 48 feet, four and a 
half inches less than the Van Du­
sen record. PHS finished fifth in 
the relay. 

One of the largest crowds on, 
record witnessed OFA's suprema­
cy in the track . events and saw. 
them pull out in front to take the 
lead up until the broad jump, the. 
tenth event out of the 11 to be 
run. Tupper Lake forged to the 
front here by a score of 85 to 75-
6/7. 

Then the Blue Devil relay team 
composed of Bob Hentchel, Bill 
Jenne, John Todd and Pat La-
Macchia, racked up a first (21 
points) which copped the meet, 
Tupper Lake scratched their run-' 
ners before the qaulifying heats 
were run in this event and there­
fore had. no opportunity to score 
more than they had already. 

The pole vault was all Tupper 
Lake as they placed first and tied 
for third and fourth. Jim Savard 
cleared 10'4" for the winning 
jump to beat Gouverneur's Knowl-
ton who was second. LaBarge of 
Tupper and Mandish of Massena, 
who tied for third and fpurth, split 
the points. Wiles of Massena, 
'Baker of Saranac and Sovie of 
Tupper split points for fifth and 
sixth. 

Wayne Youngs, Gouverneur 
speed merchant In the 220 yard 
dash again proved that he can 
really move. Back this year to de­
fend his specialty after winning 
in 1951, Youngs beat OFA's Hent-
schel and Malone's Lee DeCoste to 
the wire in 24 seconds. 

Pat LaMacchia and John Todd 
gave the OFA rooters something 
to cheer about as they finished 
one-two in the 200 yard low hurd­
les. Tupper's Garrelts, who won 
last year's event, was a poor third 
and did not come up to expecta­
tions. LaMacchia's winning time 
was 25.1. 

Massena walked away with top 
honors in the 880 as Phil Charle­
ston showed his heels to the rest 
of the field of approximately 21 
hopefuls. He ran in third place' 
behind McCadam of Heuvelton.
