All but six of the affected prop-
tSfcty owners signed a petition ask-
* "ing for curbing that was presented 

to the board Monday by Robert 
Douglass. Of the six, four wers 
not available when the petition, 
was circulated along outer Leroy; 
one refused to sign, and another 
preferred not to sign at this time. 

The village has begun repairing 
the street that was torn up for a 
sewer installation. It had been 

planned to dig drainage ditches on 
£> Doth sides of the streets, but Le-
Hf roy St. residents said they prefer 

curbing that can drain the street, 
yet leave it SO feet wide. 

Costs Around $1.50 
When the petition was circulat­

ed, Mr. Douglass said, residents 
were told that the project would 
cost $1.50 a foot to be paid by the 
property owners over two years. 

^g!he trustees believe the cost will 
Be about that price. 

Legal forms from the village 
will be circulated by Mr. Douglass 
among the residents of the area 
who will have to pay for the curb 
ing. Ninety percent of these 
agreements must be signed before 
the board will authorize the proj­
ect. If any property owners re­
fuse to sign, a public hearing on 

t e . project will be held, Mayor 
arold A. Putnam said. 

Offers New Park 
At the same meeting, William 

F. Anderson, Potsdam lumber 
dealer, offered the village a lot on 
the corner of Pine and Maple Sts, 
for use as a park, "without any 
strings." Mr. Anderson said hq 
will give the lot, about 200 feet; 
.east and west and 147 feet north 
j|thd south, free to village on the 
condition that it Will be used as a 
park forever. 

Said Mr. Anderson, "I've got a 
lot of interest in the kids of Pots­
dam." He suggested that the land 
could be used as a playground 
with softball. field and a skating 
rink in the winter. 

Thanks Anderson 
m "Speaking as a taxpayer," Car­
son James, village highway super­
intendent and a resident of Pine 
St., thanked Mr. Anderson for his 
offer. He'said that he and other 
residents of the area would donate 
time to improve the lot that Mr. 
Anderson said would need grading 
and clearing. 

Mayor Putnam appointed Trus­
tees Charles Jacot and Bernard 
Jlenney to investigate the offer. 

The trustees also heard a dis­
cussion of the complicated Multi­
ple Residence Law passed by the 
last legislature which goes into 
effect July 1 and Js mandatory in 
Potsdam.

Court Delegates 
Race Splits GOP 
In 2 Factions 

by JAKE UNDERBILL 

St. Lawrence County Republican 
ranks that took part in a battle 
earlier this year to name a county 
GOP chairman are again split in 
the race to elect delegates to a 
convention that will name two men 
as the Republican nominees for 
two seats on the Supreme Court 
bench from the Fourth Judicial 
District. 

On one side of the fence is Pots­
dam's Allan L. Gurley, former vil­
lage attorney and assistant "dis 
trict attorney, who has marshalled 
an impressive roster of county 
Republicans to back him in his bid 
for one of the nominations for the 
S23.000 a year, 14-year term on 
the Supreme Court bench. 

Mr. Gurley is opposed by the 
"regular" Republican organization 
in the county led by County Chair­
man Bligh A. Dodds of Gouver-
neur. Although Mr. Dodds has not 
thrown his support behind a can­
didate for one of the judgeships, 
he's approved another slate of 
delegates and alternate delegates 
to the convention. They're not 
pledged to any candidate; but if 
they're elected in the Aug. 19 GOP 
nrimary, they'll go to the judicial 
convention, probably in Saratoga 
Springs, to vote for a candidate 
picked by the county leader. 

Sanford a Candidate 

County Judge Donald Sanford 
may be that man. He's the only 
other man in the county to come 
right out and say that he wants 
the job. District Attorney Charles 
E, Bowers and Arthur B. Hart of 
Gouverneur, who once was DA, 
are alsoirumored to want the Su­
preme taourt election. Another 
rumor mlakes Ross ,E. Brown, 
Morristown attorney, a possibility 
for support from the Dodds organ­
ization. 

But you don't get the nomina­
tion just by controlling St. Law­
rence County's six delegates to the 
judicial convention. The .district, 
a big one geographically, contains 
11 counties. Altogether, these 
counties will send 51 delegates to 
the convention to haggle over who 
will be handed the two nomina­
tions. 

The biggest job of any candidate 
from far-off St. Lawrence County 
is to be a good enough horsetrader 
to line up downstate delegates to 
supplement the delegates he brings 
down from the North Country, 

Rests On Voter 
The average GOP voter may 

have a lot to say about who the 
county delegates will be. On Pri­
mary Day, he'll be asked to vote 
for six delegates and six alternate 
delegates. If both slates of dele­
gates are filed between July 8 and 
July 15, the voter will have to 
choose these men from a list of 12 
candidates for delegate and 12 
candidates for alernate delegate. 
The alternates fill in if a regular 
delegate can't appear. 

The six "regular" delegates are 
Bennett Abrams, Massena, special 
county judge; Ross E. Brown, 
Morristown attorney; Charles E . 
Bowers, district attorney of Can­
ton; Homer Wallace, former Og-
densburg mayor; Arthur B. Hart; 
Ralph M. Hosmer, Pitcairn, chair­
man of the Board of Supervisors. 
Alternates on this slate are Clark 
S. Livingston, Oswegatchie super­
visor; J. Lee Aklns, Lisbon super­
visor; James R. Ingram, Ogdens-
burg ex-corporation counsel; P . 
Lloyd Hosmer, Massena supervisor 
and GOP state committeeman; 
Ernest Hunkins, Gouverneur GOP 
town committee head; and Verner 
M. Ingram, Potsdam justice of the 
peace. 

Gurley's Slate 
While the "regular" slate of 

delegates is unpledged, Mr. Gurley 
stole a march on Mr. Dodds some 
weeks ago and entered his own 
slate, which is now pledged to 
vote for him at the convention. 
Mr. Abrams started on Mr. Gur­
ley's list but erased his name last 
week, claiming that he did not 
realize the slate was pledged to 
any candidate. 

As it now stands, the following 
make up the Gurley slate. Elec­
tion of any of them is pretty sure­
ly a vote for Mr. Gurley at the

No candidate can hope to 
have much of a chance at horse 
trading with other counties unless 
he gets to the convention with all 
six delegates behind him. 

Many observers see the Gurley 
candidacy as a second challenge 
this year to Bligh Dodd's control 
of the GOP. On Mr. Gurley's 
slate of delegates is Robert Mc­
Ewen, whom Dodds nosed out for 
the County chairmanship laBt 
month. Other Gurley men fought 
with Mr. McEwen against Dodds 
at the county GOP meeting. 

It's also been said that the race 
for Supreme Court delegates will 
be1 the first real test of Dodds' 
power before county voters in the 
mass. 

Whatever the outcome and re­
gardless of what it all really 
proves politically, there's bound to
