Wagner Gets
Huge Victory
In New York

New York City —- Democrat

incumbent Mayor Robert Wag-
ner dealt a smashing blow to
Republican Party hopes and
prestige here Tuesday by de-
feating State Atorney General
Louis J. Lefkowitz for the city's
top post.

Final returns gave Wagmr
1,234,533; Lefkowitz, 836,553
and independent Lawrence Ger-
osa 311,216. The victory margin
surprised most observers.

Gov. Nelson Rockefeller and
former President Dwight D.
Eisenhower had thrown their
mportant .support behind Lef
kowitz in an attempt to win
City Hall, but Wagner won any-
way.

The Mayor, in a vcitory state-
ment, denounced "bosses" in
both the Republican and Demo-
cratic parties. He defeated the
"boss-controlled" element of the
Democratic Party in the Prim-
ary, and has been feuding since,

Mayor Wagner issued special
thanks to Mrs. Eleanor Roose-
relt and former Governor Her-

bert Lehman, whom, he said,
"campaigned on the street corn-
ers", because the party organi-
zation would not help them.

Keenan Wins
In (Kdensburg
On Write-in

Ogdensburg — The voters of

the City of Ogdensburg went to
the polls obviously with the in-
tent to elect Edward J. Keenan
as the first Independent write-
in Mayor in history here. Un-
official results show Keenan as
the new mayor for 1962-63,
polling some 1722 votes. Ap-
proximately 4700 of the city's
5800 registered voters balloted
officially with several hundred
more votes thrown out.

John M. Langord, GOP can-
didate, ran second with 1604
votes, of which 146 of the total
came on the Liberal ticket.
Mayor Francis B. Burns, a
Democrat, and the incumbent,
polled 1419 votes in the unof-
ficial statistics. ,

Keenan was definitely the
people's choice. Over 300 more
voters who intended to casti
their ballot in favor of Keenan
lost their vote because they
failed to write the name in on
slot four of the voting machine.

Langford stated Wednesday
that because of the confusion
which resulted from the write-
in ballot, he would reserve con-
cession until the Board of Elec-
tions released final official fig-
ures. Burns conceded early
Tuesday night to Keenan.

"Don't throw explosive ma-
terial into village trash collec-
tion receptacles."

Those were the words of
Chief of Police Donald King to-
day as he issued a warning to
local residents pertaining to an
item found in the Wednesday
morning trash collection.

A small box containing one
dozen 12 and 16 gauge shotgun
shells were discovered by vil-
lage crewmen in a trash bar-
rel they had picked up. They
were turned in to Mayor Ted
Anderson who in turn notified
Chief King.

Had the shells been taken to
the village dump they would
have undoubtedly been burned
along with other trash. They
would have exploded and could
have done considerable harm,
if not fatally injured anyone
nearby.

King stated that section 1894,
paragraph 3 of the New York
State Penal Code provides up to
two years imprisonment for
anyone who "by careless, negli-
gent or unauthorized manage-
ment of gunpowder, or other
explosive substances, injures or
occasions the injury of the per-
son or property of another."

King said that if anyone has
shells, gunpowdez-, or any other
explosive substance to get rid
of, it would be wise to deposit
them at the Police Station and
they will be safely disposed of.
