A location which wmild
permit molten delivery of
primary aluminum as well as
the availabilty of economical

[townr fnr its own operation
made the Massena area a fa-
vorable site.

The interest of the Chevro-
let Motor Division in making
greater use of aluminum in its
vehicles i- fairly long stand-
intc. Aluminum castings have
important adcanta^es that ac-
count for their ever- increas-
ing use in almost every indus-
try and field today.

Chevrolet began experimen-
tal wnrk on aluminum engines
I'.any years a^a, and because
Chevrolet had neen a leader in
the use of light metals and
because of the volume of our
overall production, the deci-
sion to erect its own alumi-
num foundry was made.

Started In 1937
Ground for the new plant

was broken in October, 1!'57.
CoUi-tniction of the plant in-
volved several unique fea-
tures, one of which is the ven-
tilation system which is a net-
work of tunnels under the
foundry flour capable of cir-
culating :i7.j,0U0 cubic feet per
minute of heated air through-
out the plant.

The Chevrolet — Massena
Foundry produces primarily
castings for the Corvair en-
gine, using three different
processes which are, Low
Pressure, Die Casting and
Permanent Mold Casting. The
parts produced are the Cor-
vair Crankcase, Rear Engine
llnusing, Camshaft Gear,
Cylinder Head. Oil Filter and
Generator Adapter, Clutch
Housing, Flywheel Housing,
Cran' case Cover, Transmis-
sion Stator, 'dler Bracket, Oil
Cooler Adapter and Pistons.
The Chuvrolet-Massena Story
is the story of a new plant set
up to use a new process in an
area that was historically
non-industrial. The work force
was recruited by and large
from people who had no pre-
vious experience working in
an industrial plant and this
has involved a considerable
amount of training.

League Backs
Strike Laws

A united front of consumers
and farmers to support state
legislation which would protect
the public interest in the event
of future milk strikes was urg-
ed this week by the president
of a large dairy farmer coop-
erative.

Glenn Talbott, president of
the Dairymen's League Coop-
erative Association, whose mem-
bers supply approximately a
third of the miik used in the
metropolitan New York area,
called for public support of the
League's request to the Gover-
nor and legislative leaders for
a bill which would: (1) provide
that in the event of a labor
dispute involving a perishable
?ommodity an injunction could
be obtained to prevent a strike
while negotiations were in
progress, and (2) the issues in
the dispute would be referred
to an impartial board of in-
quiry which would make its
recommendations to manage-
ment and labor.

Talbott described such legis-
lation as "fully justified by the
appalling results of the recent
strike of milk drivers and pro-
cessors in the metropolitan area
which deprived consumers of an
essential food item and cost
dairy farmers hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars.

'Public opinion," he said "ex-
pressed through telegrams, let-
ters and telephone calls to state
legislators and the Governor
can assure passage of this need-
ed legislation. It is not a ques-
tion of labor or management
but rather of public interest
which should be the determin-
ing factor in the development
and approval of this legisla-
tion."

The League president said, at
a special meeting of his Associ-
ation's board of directors, that
a three-man committee of dairy-
men was appointed to seek a
personal discussion with Gov-
ernor Rockefeller and legisla-
tive leaders about such legis-
lation. Talbott suggested that
consumer groups should also
take similar action.
