Town Board OK s $180,000 Budget
Light District Extension Granted

The Town Board met on Nov. 8 for the purpose of
holding a public hearing on the 1962 budget. There
were no objections and the budget was approved for
the fiscal year beginning Jan. 1, 1962. There were no
salary increases over last year. The overall total is
$180,352.55, with revenues of $45,864.54, leaving $134,-
488.01, an increase of only $4,393.69 over the 1961
budget.

With the increase of assess-
ment in the town on the pres-
ent tax roll it is not expected
that the taxes for the town will
be changed much this year.

It was decided by the Board
to have Lee Akins of Canton
appear before the Board at
some future meeting to point
out the feasibility of establish-
ing water districts in the ham-
lets of Colton and South Col-
ton. Mrs. Pauline Murrow was
appointed as dog enumerator
for 1962.

A request for the extention
of the South Colton Light Dis-
trict was granted by the Board.
The extention would run north
on Route 50 from the existing
district to the property owned
by Frank Young.

It was the decision of the
Board to hire a surveyor to
survey Main street in the ham-
let of Colton, leading from the
intersection at Route 56 to the
intersection of Riverside drive.
Thus to determine just where
the rightaway of said street
lies.

Application will be made to
the State for assistance in sur-
facing the Gulf road which was
constructed under the Erwin
Road Plan prior to 1057.
