The guest
speaker was Genevieve A. Judy,
Home Service Supervisor of
the Dairymen's League from
New York City. She spoke on
'Objectives of Home Service",

how Dairymen's League women
can participate in membership
activities, and "Home Service
Goals".

Problems of locals and how
to get every local member out
to annual meetings was dis-
cussed. "You are the Diary-
men's Leakue." Every milk pro-
ducer that produces milk for
the Dairymen's League, "is the
Dairymen's League", said Miss
Judy.

There are fewer milk produ-
cers, due to sell outs and re-
tirements, said Miss Judy, but
the rest of the producers now
produce milk in larger quan-
tities, as their dairies are so
mush larger. She also made
these points: usually cheese is
not made until after May 15,
when the cows are out to pas-
ture, but this year, cheese was
being manufactured by Jan. 15;
more fluid milk will have to
be sold the whole year round;
sherbet sales are up 400 per-
cent.

1962 Goals
During the afternoon, the

1962 Goals wer discussed. They
are: awaken member interest;
promote fluid milk and dairy
products; support membership
and Young Cooperator pro-
grams; study Legislation and
act; encourage rural-urban un-
derstanding.

"We must start the use of
fluid milk with etch farmer fa-
mily., stressing by word of
mounth, and exchange of dairy
recipes, "said Miss Judy.

Member Interest according
to the speaker can be awakened
through: personal contact, ef-
fective meetings, knowledge in
the Dairymen's League News,
the president's check letter,
membership booklets and the
story of the Year.

The two goals voted to be
stressed this coming year as
the moat important were: awa-
kening member interest and
promoting fluid milk and dairy
products.

State College Buys
Gutenburg Bible
A limited edition .illuminated

replica of the Gutenberg Bible,
has been purchased for The
State University College at
Potsdam through voluntary
contributions by the college's
Local Council -and faculty.

Purchase of the two-volume
facsimile set of The Bible, com-
pleted in 1455, was announced
Wednesday by Dr. Frederick
W. Crumb, president of the col-

lege. Dr. Crumb said the ad-
dition of the Gutenberg Bible
to the college's library signifies
a tremendously valued contri-
bution on the part of its do
nors.

In production for five years,
the set is one of 996 replicas
produced by Cooper Square
Publishers, Inc., Nek York
City. Purchase price was $750.

The Gutenberg Bible was the
first book printed from move-
able type. There are only 47
known copies of the original
Bible, earliest and most valued
of all printed books. An origi-
nal copy recently was sold in
Europe for more than $500,000.
It is believed that 200 copies
of The Bible were printed by
Gutenberg, all in two or three
volumes.

The limited edition replica
obtained by The State Univer-
sity College at Potsdam is
bound with imported goatskin.
Each volume of the historic set
weighs 40 pounds. Some pages
were processed 14 times for co-
lor, rubrication and illumina-
tion with bronze. The book has
wide margins for .ornamental,
colorful borders, initial letters
and sketches.

The 100 per cent off-white

rag paper was treated by sn
ultraviolet fadometer to endure
for 200 years. Each volume wa»
bound by hand.

Written in Latin and profu-
sely illustrated, the book wai
first referred to as the "Ma-
zarin Bible", because it was
first recognized by a French
Cardinal of that name. Biblio-
graphers often refer to it al
the "42-line Bible" because of
the number of lines in a col-
umn,

Serving on a college commit-
tee for purchase of the Bible
were Dr. Wilmer K. Trauger
and Dr. Israel Kaplan of th»
college faculty, and William J.
Benjamin, chairman of the col-
lege's Local Council.
