It certainly was enjoyable to see what spirit and determina-
tion still stirred in these "grads", many whom had not been on
the ice for quite some time. There has been much said in the
past, both pro and con, for these alumni contests — not onlj
Clarkson's in hockey, but all college alumni games including
football contests. Some contend that it's a good way for some
one to get hurt needlessly, and say that it's also a good way for
important varsity players to get hurt before the season even
gets started.

However, there are others, especially those alumni involved
who feel that they enjoy being given the privilege and chance tc
come back once a year or so and to participate, in the sport which
they spent so much time on when in school. Also many contend
that it is fine practice for the varsity. I think that last Satur-
day's game spoke for itself. The alumni provided plenty of com-
petition for the varsity, and showed the fans in the Clarkson
Arena that they hadn't lost much of their touch. Jack Porter
Potsdam High hockey coach and former Clarkson hockey star
has taken a good deal of ribbing in the past from this corner
and others. However, he proved Saturday, that when he's on the
ice, he's still all business, and did a fine job with scoring one
goal and setting up another.

There were others of the alumni crew who displayed them-
selves very well indeed on the ice. However, few people will
easily forget the display which Bobby Van Lammers put on in
scoring two goals within 15 seconds. Also, few will easily for-
get the tremendous goaltending display put on by two of
Clarkson's greatest, Ed Macdonald and Bill Armstrong. It was
a great contest.

HOCKEY ON PIETY HILL
Speaking of hockey, indications continue to pour in that this

sport is growing by leaps and bounds in the nation. This is cer-
tainly true in Central New York, where the New York State
Fair Coliseum has been reactivated as a hockey center for this
winter. A semi-pro team in Syracuse will hold contests there,
and it is expected that Pee-Wee and Junior hockey will be start-
ed there shortly.

Now a group from Syracuse University has come forth with
demands for University support for the hockey club there, and
with an eye to making it a varsity sport. In a recent issue of the
S.U. student newspaper "The Daily Orange," it was reported
that the Syracuse University Hockey Association's president
presented the group's financial situation and reported the or-
ganizational progress of the club to the University's Dean of
Men and to Director of Athletics Lewis P. Andreas.

Apparently the University team consists of 30 students, and
have rented ice time at the Coliseum, has purchased insurance
for the players, and uniforms. The Hockey Association has set
up a tentative schedule which includes home-and-home games
with Colgate, E.I.T., Hamilton, Rutgers, and Ithaca. Colgate
and Hamilton are varsity teams, while the others are clubs, such
as Syracuse's. This is quite an impressive list.

An arrangement has been worked' out with the Syracuse
Stars semi-pro team for using the Coliseum ice rink and each
game would be a preliminary to a Stars contest. The club would
sell student tickets on campus for both games, and would like to
work out an agreement with the local bus organization to trans-
port the students from the campus to the rink, which is a good
10 miles from the campus.

Volunteer Coach
According to the student paper, the voluntary coach of the

team has taken up the cause of the group because "he finds 30
kids working 200 hours (free rink construction) and no one to
help them, 'It seems to me that somebody in the university must
be interested in what these students want to do,' he said." An-
dreas, speaking for the athletic department at S.U., said that
he was in favor of such a team, but that his office could take no
action until the organization actually becomes an intercollegiate
sport.

Apparently these hockey enthusiasts are getting support
from the University administration to a much greater point
than most people had imagined. If this is so, it would certainly
be a good idea for someone to consider installing facilities for
ice-making in the new multi-million S.U. Fieldhouse, before it
is completed. I think that hockey at Syracuse University would
do wonders to boost this sport, and I'm sure most hockey en-
thusiasts would welcome the idea. However, knowing Syracuse
University, it will take time for this to happen, but at least
someone's starting the ball rolling.

All this hockey activity in Central New York will be aug-
mented when the National NCAA Hockey Tournament is held
in Utica at the new War Memorial in March. This event, being
held in that area for the first time in history, is being co-spon-
sored by Hamilton and Colgate. Since it will pit the two top
teams in the East and West, it should receive national attention
and with the Thruway, it will not be difficult for fans from all
parts of the state to get to Utica.
