Entitled, "Questions Haulers

Ask About Big Game", the
leaflet points out that doer
seasons and hunting regula-
tions, including the taking of
antlorless deer, are designed to
keep deer numbers in balance
with the carrying capacity of
Iho winter range. Otherwise,
when intense cold and heavy
snows restrict deer movement,
starvation results in over-popu-
lated areas.

This year, under the State's
second party-permit system,
one deer of either sex may be
taken by a specially licensed
party of four hunters in six
designated areas covering ail
or part of twenty seven coun-
ties where more harvesting is
needed. The bonus deer is in
addition to the one-buek-per-
hunter allowed under the regu-
lar big-game license.

The leaflet points out that
past records indicate "deer
hunters are actually short-
changing themselves" by not
taking more whitetails out of
the Central Adirondaeks and
Central Catskills. A compari-
son of approximate losses .from
the Adirondack deer population
shows that deer taken by hun-
ters runs a poor third to losses
from other causes, including
starvation and predation, the
Department says.

On State Forest Preserve
land, the restriction on cutting
trees is responsible for "de-
terioration of the deer range."

If You Bag A Whitetail Deer. . .
William P Goodman, Chief

of the Bureau of Law Enforce-
ment in the State Conservation
Department, has reminded
sportsmen that if they bag a
whitetail, they're required by
law to fill out and return the
deer tag to the Department
within ten days of the date
the deer was taken.

"Our researchers depend on
hunters' reporting their deer
in order to work out sound

game management policies,"
Goodman said.

He also urged deer hunlers
to print the.information reques-
ted on the tags, since many
handwritten returns are illegi-
ble and therefore of no value
to the game biologists.

"Sometimes, we can't even
make out the name of the coun-
ty where the kill was made,"
Goodman stated. "And unfor-
tunately, we don't have any
cryptographers on the payroll!"
