Former Resident
Dies In Conn.

Washington, Conn. — Funeral
services were held for Frederick
A. Stoughton, Nov. 25, at the
First Congregational Church
here with the Rev. William L,
Inderstroodt officiating. Burial
was in the West Cemetery, Ply-
mouth, Conn. Stoughton died
Nov. 21 in White Plains,

Born in Plymouth, Conn, he
was the son of Cornelius and
Cornelia Blakeslee Stoughton,
and spent his early life in New
England, He married the former
Virginia Marvin,  Stoughton
later resided in Washington,
Conn, He was a direct descend-
ent of Rev, Thomas Hooker, one
of the founders of Hartford,
Conn., and of William Stough-
ton, an early governor of Mas-
sachusetts.

He was an executive of the
Aluminum Company of America
for 32 years and general super-
intendent of the Aluminum
Company plant at Massena, He
was influential in the Hydro-
electric Development of the St.
Lawrence River TPower Com-
pany and the acquisition for
Alcoa of valuable utility pro-
perty.

He took over the management
of Potsdam and Shaurnigan
Falls, Canada, and several pub-
lic utility corporations., At the
time of Shoughton's resignation
from Alcoa in 1933, he was pre-
sident of the Niagara-Hudson
Power Corp. and St. Lawrence
Utilities,

He was a pioneer member of
the Lake Placid Club, and a
charter member of the Univer-
gity Club, Niagara Ifalls,
