AT THE NATIONAL MUSEUM, art of the Ivory Coast is
preserved for posterity.

BANANA PLANTATIONS and export of the fruit began
here in 1934.

THERE ARE NOW 2,000 primary schools in the Ivory
Coast, 13 trade schools and a university with an attendanct
of 2,000 students. Education is compulsory up to ten years
— a big advance for West Africa. Athletics are encouraged,

ABIDJAN IS A BOOM CITY of 200,000, new as cities go,
founded in 1934. New buildings are mushrooming in the
capital of the Ivory Coast, one of the richest and most stable
of all the new African republics (it was formerly a French
colony).

ONE OF THE IVORY COAST'S RICHEST natural re-

sources, is manganese. Exploited only in recent years, over

100,000 tons are now exported every year. It is sent to steel

mills in the U.S.A., West Germany, England, Sweden, Can-

ada, and France.
