State’s Traffic
Ticket Revised

Albany—New York State’s
“Uniform Traffic Ticket” has
been revised and will be put to
use throughout the state, ex-
cept in certain localities, short-
Iy,

Commonly termed the “non-
fix” ticket when it was first in-
troduced in 1854, the new edi-
tion has been developed by the
State Department of Motor
Vehicles and incorporates sug-
gestions made by mapistrates
and police officials.

Easier to use and more ef-
ficient to administer, the ticket
is actually a packet which con-
tains five carbonized pages, one
of which is a simplified infor-
mation for use in prosecuting
moving traffic viclations. It
was made possible by action of
the Legislature last Spring
when the lawmakers amended
the code of criminal procedure
to permit the filing of a simple
complaint.

Convenient Size

The packet is 8 by - inches
in size for convenience and most
of the information in it will be
written in by the arresting of-
ficer at the time of the arrest.
The court clerk fills out the
rest,

The first page of the five will
be handed to the alleged viola-
tor by the officer. The second
will be the complaint which is
sent to the court. The thivd is
the ecertificate of conviction
which first goes to the court
and then relayed by the court
to the Department of Motor
Vehicles if the violator is con-
vieted of the charge.

The fourth page is a copy
on which the eourt indicates the
disposition of the case and
transmits to the police agency,
while the last copy is retained
by the arresting officer.

More frequent traffic viola-
tions will be printed on the
ticket with an appromiute hox
to be checked by the arvesting
officer, Other violations will be
indicated by brief descriptions
written out by the officer.

Delayed Start

Use of the new ticket was
designed for Oct. 1, 1962, but
it was delayed when some min-
or changes beeame mnecessary.
It now may be used al any time
before next October and must
be used after October 1, 1963,

Police Departments in Buf-
falo, Rochester, Syracuse, Yon-
kers, and New York City as
well as the Nassau County De-
partment are not mandated to
use the tieket. Other depart-
ments are expccted tu use it
as soon as a supply is printed,
or when their present supply of

These sharp studemis fired
questions at me for an hour,
and when I unraveled them all,
it came down to two mamn
thoughts. (1) The basic job ot
a weekly mewspape:r is respon-
sible and accarate reporting
of news of interest t. a ma-
jority of the readers IN
DEPTH. In other words, it is
possible for a daily paper
serving an area to ceport news
on a daily basis, and this
shouid be done. If the Village
Board meets on Monday and
legislates important ' usiness,
it is immediate news, and be-
lcows in the paper the next
day. What, then, 1s the job of
the weekly whi~h may come
vut four days aftev the meet-
ing? Most people have already
heard about the news of the
meeting, Now is the time,
however, to peal away the out.
er layer, the bare facts, and
to pet at the heart of matter
—to dicset the events and re-
:te them to the environment
around, Here 15 the real value
of the weekly press, and if this
is nut being aceomplished, then
tne paper is not fultilling its
obligation.

Naturally, there are other
impertant  funclions of a
weekly paper — Lie detailed
coverage of local events as a
service to 1ts readers features.
and, of course, respunsible
leadership in the commniunity
through effective and forcefw
eitorial comment. 1 rather
enjoy addressmg Mr. North's
class every six months, as it
gives me a chance to veflect on
these thoughts and see just
wnere the Courier stands in
this set-up Our cireuwiation is
at its highest peak in history,
and mogt people seem to be
enjoying what they are read-
ing. However, there is always
room for improvement, and, us
far as I'm concerned, the only
path to success is the path of
progress, Therefore, some im-
portant changes shall take
