I hadn't seen them play in a regular game yet
when 1 attended the Potsdam - Canton contest in Canton last
week. May-lit I was a jinx, In cause the first time I did see
Potsdam in action, Canton upset the applecart, 3-2 for their
first lo$s.

Tom Sheppard, ex-Clarkson great, has taken over the
reigns of this year's club, and with only a smattering of veter-
ans niul unite a few interested rookies (shall we say), he has
molded them into a formidable club. The Sandstoners had won
five games in u row until their last meeting with Canton. Now
let's take a look at some of the club statistics and personnel.

In six games tn date, the local skaters have allowed only
seven goals — three against Canton in thai last contest.
That's an average .if 1.17 per contest, very good no matter
which side of the fence you're on. In the goal-scoring de-
partment, they have dented the twines l!l times for a little
better than three markers a game.

In the nets Bill Martin is having his best year of his high
school career.

Records on g a m e s
through Jan. 12 show
Coach Lou LaGrand's fast-
stepping Maroon and Gray
quintet yielded but 477
points in their first 10 out-
ings for a defensive aver-
age of 47.7 points per
game. This figure is topped
in theNCAA official statis-
tics only by Wittenburg of
Ohio with 46.7 and Ogle-
thorpe of Georgia with
47.0.

Susquehanna with a defensive
average of 49.1 and Chicago
with 49.3 round out the list of
top five stingiest teams, follow-
ed by Aurora,' Drexel, Colorado
Mines. Franklin and Marshall
and Northeastern.

At the start of the season
Coach LaGrand, in his first year
at Potsdam, said he hoped for
an "aggressive-defensive" team.
The former Columbia and No-
tre Dame frosh mentor inherit-
ed a relatively short team with
no consistently high individual
scorers.

Strategy Works
Now, past the season's mid-

point LaGrand's strategy ap-
parently is paying off. Pots-
dam State is scoring at a mod-
erately low average of 56
points per game, but can boast
a nine-point advantage over its
opponents.
