Denner that he will retire at the end of the present term, the battle for that
position among two Republican candidates looms as probably the most import-
ant of this Fall's general eelction.

Both Undersheriff Ceylon "Lefty" Allen and Town of Gouverneur Super-
visor Don Peck have announced t V v candidacy for Denner's post, and both
will seek the Republican nod in the September primary. Although the elec-
tion is months away, charges and coun ter - charges by the supporters of both
men have already filled the air with Peck leading the attack charging ineffi-
ciency and waste in the sheriff's department and Allen defending the present
Administration.

Allen, candidate for the Repub-
lican nomination for the office
of Sheriff, is a 18-year veteran
of police work.

Allen announced his candi-
dacy after the current sheriff,
Henry G. Denner, who has serv-
ed 15 years, announced that he
will retire after the completion
of his current term, concluding
52 years in police work.

In July of this year, Allen
will complete his 18th year in
police work, and his 15th year
as undersheriff. He joined the
Sheriff's Department in July
of 1945, being appointed by the
late former St. Lawrence Coun-
ty Sheriff Floyd San Jule. He
was appointed undersberiff by
Sheriff Denner, who has endors-
ed him as a candidate to suc-
ceed him on Jan. 1, 1949.
