Let this bright red fruit bring a colorful note to a colq
winter day.
A cherry chiffon pie is a

change from the usual starch
thickened filling. The chiffon
type is made light and fvothy
by folding in a meringue and
whipped cream.

When beating the egg whites,
be certain to add the sugar af-
ter soft peaks are formed. The
sugar should then be added
gradually. If the sugar is added
too soon or all at once, the
meringue may become sticky
and difficult to whip to the
stiff peak stage.

CHERRY CHIFFON PIE
1 pound can red tart cherries»
11/3 cups sugar
Dash of salt
1 envelope (or 1 tablespoon)

plain gelatin
2 drops almond flavoring
3 egg whites
1/4 teaspoon cream of tartax
1/3 cup sugar
1/2 cup whipping cream
1 baked 9-inch pie shell
1. Drain the cherries and re-

serve 1/2 cup of the juice (add
water to complete the measure
if necessary).

2. Combine cherries, cherry
juice, the 11/3 cups sugar, salt,
and gelatin.

3. Cook the mixture with
constant stirring over direct •
heat until it comes to the boil. *

4. Remove from heat and
add almond flavoring.

5. Cool mixture until i t
thickens to the consistency of
thick unbeaten egg white.

6. Beat the egg whites an3
cream of tartar until soft peak$
form. Gradually add the 1/3
cup sugar, 1 tablespoon at a
time, and continue beating tintij
the peaks are stiff. The peaks
should still bend their tops
slightly when the beaters ar.9
withdrawn.

7. Fold cherry mixture into
the egg white meringue.

8. Whip the cream and fold
it into the cherry - meringue
mixture.

9. Heap the filling into tli»
baked pastry shell.

10. Chill before serving.
