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Aims, Objectives Outlined

2200 Enrollment Goal
Set By Tech For 1972

Clarkson College has set a goal of 2,000 undergradate students and 200 gra-
duate students in the next 10 years, according to Acting President Lowell W.
Herron. President Herron spoke on the aims and objectives of the local institu-
tion at the 49th annual Mid-Winter Meeting of the Clarkson Tech Alumni Asso-
ciation at the Hotel Van Curler in Schenectady last Saturday night.

According- to President Her- '
ron, Clarkson aims at serving-
in selected fields rather thanselected fields
providing a multiplicity of wide-
ly diverse curricula as set forth

1 in the general objectives of the
college's Board of Trustees.

The general objectives, adopt-
ed by the board last fall and
quoted by President Herron,
state: "Clarkson College of
Technology's objectives are in
keeping- with its traditions and
splendid record. To maintain
these standards and improve its
educational services it, there-
fore must aim at serving in se-
lected fields rather than at pro-
viding a multiplicity of widely
diverse curricula.

"Clarkson attracts a superior
type of student, men of ambi-
tion, ability and industry, and
both its standards of selection
find its educational standards
must be maintained.

"The College objective in en-
rollment for the next decade is
to reach a total of 2,U00 under-
graduate students and 200 gra-

\ duate students.
Undergrad Program

"Its primary objective is to
provide a superlative undergra-
duate program in applied sci-
ence and technology.

"This education must be di-
rected toward careers of leader-
chip in all areas of scientific
application and technology with
secondary emphasis on the edu-
cation of specialists. In order
to provide such superior educa-
tion, Clarkson must maintain
and build all of those necessary
functions which will contribute
to this program. These include:

"1. Sound and creative de-
partments i n engineering,
mathematics, physics, chemis-

* try and business administra-
tion.

"2. Inspiring education
the cultural fields.

"3. To enable the College to
attract and retain dynamic and
inspiring' teachers who will be
leaders in their fields, it in-
cludes :

"a. A moderate sized but
excellent research program.

"b. An adequate graduate
program.

"c. An administration de-
voting constant attention to
the professional development

, of faculty and to their pro-
. gress in teaching effectiveness

and methods.
"1. It includes graduate and

research programs not aimed
primarily at preparing large
numbers of specialists, but in-
stead, considered laregly as ad-
juncts to a creative, modern,
dynamic under - graduate ef-
fort.
"With this basic program,

Clarkson College "f Technology
can move forward to meet the
significant educational chal-
lenges which will arise in the
years ahead."

President Herron reviewed
Clarkson's graduate, research
and summer programs, its faci-
lities and faculty, its enroll-

Dr. Backman Named
Outstanding Teacher

Dr. Melvin A. Backman, professor of liberal studies
at Clarkson College, has received the Excellent Teach-
ing Award, presented by Clarkson as a special recogni-
tion of the importance of superior teaching on its cam-
pus. The award was presented to Dr. Backman at the
49th annual mid-winter meeting of the Clarkson Tech
Alumni Association at the Hotel Van Curler in Sche-
nectady last Saturday.

The award consists of a cita-
tion by the acting president of
the college and a check for $1,-
000.

In presenting the award,
Lowell W. Herron, acting presi-
dent of Clarkson, said, "The
excellent teacher is an expert
in his subject field. But he
must he more than that for
excellent teaching does not rest
on expertness alone. It rests
in part on the qualities one ex-
pects from a good workman
such as: idealism, self reliance,
sincerity, integrity and enthus-
iasm.

It also goes beyond this, for
the excellent teacher is one who
is still enthusiastically learning
because he likes his subject and
his students; who is genernllv
uphappy about the missing
pieces and the pieces which do
not. lit in his urea of knowledge;
anil who is trying to remedy
this defect himself while inspir-
ing' liis students to ri'iiie.dy it,
so that the frontiers of knowl-
1'ilgu will be advanced."

Takes Pride

"Above all he takes pride in
being a teacher—and tbe ac-
complishments of his present
students—and those of the past.

Such a man is tbe Excellent

Nominations of award can-
didates are made by alumni in
the second year after they
graduate. Members of the
Class of 19(51 made the nomi-
nations of this year's candi-
dates, and Dr. Backman was
selected from the list of nom-
inees hy a committee of four
faculty members.

Dr. Backman joined the
Clarkson faculty in 11158 as an
instructor; he was promoted ti
assistant professor in 1HB5, ti
associate professor in lii'iO, and
tu professor in 1!IH2.

He received a bachelor of st'i
ence degree from Bridgewater
(Mass.) State Teachers College
in 1941, a master of arts de
gree from Columbia Universitj
in 1047, and a doctor of philos
ophy degree from Columbia ir
liliiu.

Paperwork On
Mill Loan Now
In SBA Office

Norfolk — After weeks
of silence the Development
Corporation of Norfolk
disclosed this week that
paper work within the
Small Business Adminis-
tration has been the source
for delay in opening the
old Norfolk Paper Mill.

Al Smith, president of the
DCofN, said that no word has
yet come from the SBA, and
that nothing can be done about
opening the mill until SBA
processes the vast amount of
paperwork involved in this proj-
ect

According to Smith, the SBA
will complete its end of the
paperwork and pass the project
on to the Area Redevelopment
Agency for their approval and
recommendations. The ARA
approves the paperwork and
sends it back to the SBA for
finalization, who in turn notify
the ARA that all is well and
ARA sends a check for the
amount of the loan to the Nor-
folk group.

Smith disclosed that several
directors of the development
corporation met in New York
City last week with one of the
principles in the mill transac-
tion, and that many loose ends
were put together at that time.
Apparently no work what-so
ever can be done on the mill by
the Norfolk group until they
actually own clear title to the
property. At that time, repair
work and renovation of the mill
will begin. Smith declined to
set a date for this work nor to
set a date for the opening of
the mill.

Some rumor and dissent had
pread about the area recently

concerning the time lapse in re-
opening of the mill. At one
time Smith had announced that
the mill would be opened by the
beginning of 1963.

He explains that no one rea-
lizes the great amount of pa-
perwork involved with obtain-
ing government money when
tentative plans for opening- thu
mill were announced severa.
months ag-o. He said that the
government is naturally slow
in approving spending, and
that because of this, the pro-
cess of opening the mill has
been delayed.

Recently Niagara - Mohawk
deeded a small percel of land
over to the DC of N to expedite
title clearance. A corner of
mill building had rested on
Niagara-Mohawk property, and
the SBA refused to allow the
loan to be approved until even
this small piece of land was in
the hands of the developmen'
corporation.

Caucus Tentative
The Democrat caucus is still

The Potsdam Republicans are
also still in the process of find-
ing a candidate for the scat
held by Trustee Charles Clar-
ridge. Mayor Ted Anderson and
Trustee William Lowe have an-
nounced they will run again.

In Norwood the situation re-
mains almost uniform with that
in Potsdam. Republican Trustee
Larry Gravelle says he will not
be a candidate for re-election.
The post of two trustees and
mayor are open in that village.

New Meters
For Downtown

The parking1 situation in the
Village of Potsdam will get a
shot in the arm with the ad-
vent of additional free parking
on and off street and the use
of two hour parking meters in
the downtown area.

Village Administrator Stan-
ley Howlett said that as a re-
sult of last week's Village
Board meeting, it was decided
to throw two more rows of
pai'king- open to the public free
of charge in the municipal park-
ing lot on Raymond Street.

There are presently three
rows of metered parking in the
municipal lot. ' The first two
rows behind the Sperlings
Store will be made free park-
ing areas.

Meters will be removed from
the street on Market Street
north of the telephone company
office building- and the P.S.&D.
automobile lot. They will also
be removed from Elm Stieet
east of the Post Office.

The one hour meters remain-
ing on Market Street and parts
of Elm and Main Streets will
be replaced with from 90 to 100
two hour parking meters.

Howlett said that installation
of the meters would get under-
way as soon as men could be
deverted from snow removal
tasks to install the meters.

snow removal.
