He is a member of the college's
Board of Trustees and a mem-
ber of the visiting committee
for the Industrial Distribution
Department. He also is a di-
rector of Pyronics, Inc. and the
Automatic Power Steer Corpor-
ation.

Sonderman, a consulting en-
gineer, also has an honorary
degree of doctor of engineering
which he received from Clark-
son in 1961. He has been ac-
tive in the New York Section of
the alumni association, and now
is serving for the second time
as an alumni term trustee. He
was a partner in Singmaster
and Breyer, metallurgists and
chemical engineers, from 1942-
