Over 100 Performers
Shine In "Showboat'

Ogdensburg — It may have been below zero outside of
Ogdensburg Free Academy last Monday night, but inside the
spacious auditorium, the warmth and sunshine of Jerome Kern's
immortal "Showboat" radiated throughout the packed hall, as
the entranced audience was swept away on the tide of the
Mississippi and Capatin Andy's famous "Cotton Blossom."
The masters and the crew of the ship were the member3 of the
Brockville (Ont.) Operatic Society, making their first appear-
ance on United States soil, and when the three-hour romp was
over, it was the general opinion that "Showboat" would be but
the first of many appearances in the area by this ingenious
group of amateur showmen.

No words could aptly describe the sights and sounds
which were witnessed by over 700 theatregoers in Ogdensburg
last Monday, for even the basic elements of the Brockville
group itself are staggering. A cast and crew of 110 crossed
the St. Lawrence River to produce the show for their Ameri-
can neighbors, under the auspaces of the Ogdensburg Com-
munity Players. With them they brought an entire setting
for the 12 lavish scenes in the play, costumes in quantity and
beauty to equal and, in many cases, surpass most Broadway
productions; and a crew of energetic people whose talents and
enthusiasm blended to make Kern's famous American classic
burst forth in all directions.

This writer could take space to speak of the supurb cast,
the fine solo voices, the precise acting, and the flawless pro-
duction of "Showboat." However, with fine amateur groups
such as this, these qualities are all possible and become an
expected tradition — especially in the hometowns where these
productions are presented annually. Thus I shall forego th<
usual plaudits on this score to dwell on the one feature of th(
Brockville Operetta Society which was not only amazing, bu
unequaled in this writer's experience with musicals — pro-

Arts Council
Helps Cultural
Events In Area

Cultural activities in the
Potsdam area and North-

New York have in-
creased tremendously over
the past year and a half,
and much of this is due to
the program of the New
York State Council on The
Arts. The Council was
formed several years ago
by Governor Rockefeller
for the purpose of aiding
communities in bringing
outstanding cultural events
to their area.

This year the increase in en-
deavors in all fields — music,
art, and drama—was even more
noticeable in the St. Lawrence
Valley with Ogdensburg taking
a very active part in the pro-
;rams offered by the Council,

as well as Massena, Canton and
otsdam, In its 1962 report just
eleased this week, the Arts

Council lists the events which
have taken place in the vicinity,
,nd also the tentative plans for
;he future.

In what Is known as "The
Adirondack Area," a total of 15
eparate events have taken
lace since last Feb. 14. Out of
hese, Pittsburgh led the list

with six programs, Canton,
Massena, and Glens Palls took
advantage of three programs
apiece, Ogdensburg one, and
Saratoga County one. No Coun-
il of the Arts program appear-
jd in Potsdam. The only per-
ormance to be held here under
he Council took place in the

Fall of 1961 when the Phoenix
Theatre presented "Macbeth."

Groups Listed
Massena took advantage of

the New York City Ballet lec-
ture demonstration, the "Mas-
terpieces of Photography" ex-
hibit; and the Phoenix Theatre
production of "The Matchmak-
er." The American Theatre Bal-
et performed at Canton, along
with the New York City Center
Opera in "Marriage of Figaro,"
and the photography exhibit,
which is now on display at St.
Lawrence University. All
groups performed at St. Law-
rence. "The Matchmaker" was
presented in Ogdensburg.

With support from the Coun-
cil within its budget for the
current fiscal year, winter and
spring performances are plan-
ned in al area communities. The
Metropolitan Opera Studio will
perform in both Potsdam and
Janton, and the New York

Shakespeare Festival is plan-
ning productions in Massena
and Ogdensburg.

Early Towns Along St. Lawrence
Named By Land Speculators

Northern New York attracted the attention of speculators throughout th*

eastern seaboard and aroused the interest of European capitalists. Wealthy
Federalists of New York, Alexander Hamilton, John Jay, Gouverneur Morris anfl.
others invested in northern lands to such an extent that St. Lawrence County
became one of the last strongholds of the Federalist party in America. Davjd
Parish of the famous banking house in Europe, Joseph Bonaparte the brother of
Napoleon Bonaparte and the LeRay de Chaumont family were heavy investors in-
the North Country.
Land speculation was not an

easy road to a fortune. It was
fraught with many uncertain-
ties and men like Robert Morris
and Alexarder Macomb ended
up in debt or prisons. Land val-
ues were uncertain being based
on. such things as soil, climate,
nearness to market, transport-
ation and on the hope of an in-
crease in the value of the land.
Frequntly the cost of carrying
land, taxes, agent commissions,
and captial improvements out-
stripped the increase in land
values. International events, the
War of 1812 and changing com-
merical treaties with Canada,
caused sever economic distorat-
ions.

The land speculator played an
all important role in the open-
ing up, settlement and develop-
ment of Northern New York.
He performed many functions

fessional or otherwise. I am referring to the U5-voice shov
chorus which held the Ogdensburg audience spellbound.

Musical productions today — even the great ones like
"West Side Story" and "My Fair Lady" — have little use
65-voice choral groups. However, Jerome Kerns had the
masses of whites and Negros along the Mississippi in mind
when he wrote "Showboat", and the chorus presented to the
audience Monday made use of every note of that music to
blend harmony and melody which rang through the old hall
time-and-time again. And the audience, many of them re-
living a period of the past when songs from "Showboat" were
the hits-of-the-day, loved every minute of it. There are very
few tunes from "Showboat" which are not considered classics
today — "Make Believe," "Can't Help Lovin Dat Man," "You
Are Love," "Why Do I Love You?" "Goodbye My Lady Love,"
and, of course, "Ol' Man River." Blend 65 voices to this music,
and it literally sends chills up-and-down the proverbial spine.

There was a show-stopper, however. There had to be, and
it had to be "OF Man River." It came near the beginning of
the first act, and it was so magnificant that nothing seemed
the same after that. I'm not going to give individual credits,
as it would mean little to Potsdam readers, but I must mention
Garry Roberts, who played Joe, and who sang "01" Man River
with all the feeling and emotion that one person could put into
a SOUR. And I must mention Thelma ICastcott, musical director,

for it was indeed the music and the chorus which made Brock-
ville Opeietta Society's production of "Showboat" a memorable
theatrical achievement.
