Proteins Not
Non-Fattening

A common belief about pro-
teins is that they are non-fat-
tening." According to the St.
Lawrence County Cooperativ
Extension Service, this is a false
idea. Protein foods — as well a.«
fats and carbohydrates — are
potential sources of calories.
.No food can be appropriately
termed "non-fattening" if it
contains protein, fat, or carbo-
hydrate.

The Extension specialists at
the New York State College of
Home Economics point out that
equal weights of protein and
carbohydrates furnish equal
number of calories — 4 calorics
per gram or approximately ll-'i
calories per ounce, (The caloric
value of fats is about twice as
great as for carbohydrates and
proteins.)

The specialists also point out
that we seldom eat pure pro-
tein foods. Milk, which we us-
ually think of as a protein food,
contains some fat and carbo-
hydrate; meat does also. This
is equally true for other protein
foods.

Protein has the same \alue in
a reducing diet that, it does in
a normal diet, the home econo-
mists explain. There is no valid
research to substantiate claims
that a high protein diet is ad-
vantageous to weight reduction.
Calorie restriction below energy
output is the prime considera-
tion. Calories, regardless of the
source, do count.

The recommended protein in-
take for a person who wishes to
lose weight is essentially the
same as for a person of normal
weight. Practically speaking, a
diet drastically limited in ca-

With citrus prices high you
may wish to look to vegetables
for your vitamin C allowan
This month you'll find cabbage
resonably priced. When served
raw, one cup of new cabbage
provides B7 percent of the re-
commended daily allowance (7«i
mg.) of vitamin C. This is the
same amount found in 1/2 cup
of frozen reconstituted orange
juice.

Other possible sources of vi-
tamin C in vegetables are to-
matoes and tomato juice, broc-
•oli, Brussels sprouts, green
peppers and potatoes.

Fooil shoppers will fine
sweet potatoes an economical
buy in the weeks ahead. This
past season's crop was 21 per
cent larger than that of thi
previous year. High in vitamin
A value, this vegetable alsi
boasts worthwhile amounts o
vitamin C and the B vitamins.

Assets Are Up

The Canton town and village
boards Friday night approved
•(instruction of a $284,000 build-
ng to replace the old Town Hall
:hat burned one year ago.

Town councilmen and village
trustees overrode a proposal by
Town Supervisor Harley J. Ben-
nett that called far construction
f a two-story building at a cost
if $315,000. Supervisor Bennett
said he favored the larger build-
ng in anticipation of future
needs for more space. The town
nd village governments will
ihare the new structure.

The building will be erected
n the old Town Hal1 site at

Main and Miner Streets. Con-
struction is expected to get un-
erway in late April or early

May.

The decision climaxed a year-
ong series of meetings between

own board will pay for SO per-
ent of the construction, the vil-
lage paying the remaining 40
ercent in the form of rent.

St. Lawrence County's five
savings and loan associations
reported a $3,681,565 asset in-
crease during 1962, bringing
the total to a record $39,477,-
181. This represents a 10 pur-
cent gain over the $35,895,616
in assets held by these thrift
and home-financing institutions
in Dec. 31, 1961, according to
David Ford, president of the
Savings Association League of
New York State.

In the same period, the com-
bined assets for New York
State's 229 associations passed
the $6 billion mark for the first
time. They were $6,021,967,560
on Dec. 31, an increase of $581,-

724,809 or 10.7 per cent, during
the year.

The League's analysis shows
that St. Lawrence County as-
sociations have increased their
assets as follows since Decem-
ber, 1961:

Canton Savings and Loan As-
sociation, from $15,049,094 to
$16,697,252; Gouvevneur Sav-
ings and Loan Association, from
$6,970,717 to $7,457,445; Pots-
dam Savings and Loan Associ-
ation, from ;55,903,656 to $6,-
335,925; Massena Savings and
Loan Association, from $5,689,-
237 to $6,186,079 and Ogdens-
burg Savings and Loan Associ-
ation, from $2,282,912 to $2,-
800,480.
