Should the Legislature favor
some form of grand jury re-
ports, the commission suggest-
ed a bill which authorizes
grand jury reports for two
purposes only: (1) those which
criticize public officers or em-
ployees whose acts or failures
to act, though reprehensible,
fall short of constituting in-
dictable offenses; and, com-
plementary thereto, (2) those
reports which exonerate such
officials when the grand jury
finds that they have been
falsely accused.

For about three centuries,
grand juries in the State, af-
ter an investigation which did
not result in an indictment,
have from time to time, issued
reports critical of the conduct
of public affairs in their juris-
diction. The long-existing' un-
certainty concerning the legal-
ity of such reports (sometimes
referred to as "presentments")
was finally settled by the
Court of Appeals in Will,
which held that no statutory
authority existed for the is-
suance of reports dealing with
misconduct in office by public
officials which did not amount
to an indictable offense.
Safety Measures Introduced
Carrying out the recommen-

dations made in his annual
message, Governor Rockefeller
has submitted to the Legisla-
ture the bills designed to im-
prove safety on the state's
highways.

One of the measures re-
quires eye tests once in every
nine years to determine whe-
ther the driver meets the
minimum vision requirements
prescribed by the state motor
vehicle commissioner. The dri-
ver would have the option of
presenting an oculist's or op-
tometrist's statement that he
meets the requirements.

Another bill would mandate
a 30-day suspension of the li-
cense of any driver caught ex-
ceeding the speed limit on a
state highway or parkway by
15 miles an hour or more.

Other measures would:
Include forfeiture of bail in

traffic cases in the "point sys-
tem" used to determine whe-
ther a driver is a persistent
violator and should have his
license suspended or revoked.

Count in the same point sys-
tem any traffic convictions in
the neighboring states of
Massachusetts, Vermont, Con-
necticut, Pennsylvania and
New Jersey.

Require school bus drivers
to qualitfy for class 2 chauf-
feurs' licenses, which means
they would have to demon-
strate their ability to handle
a bus. Only a standard opera-
otr's permit is required now.

Besides the highway-safety
measures, Mr. Rockefeller sent
the Legislature a bill that
would increase from 80 to 120
hours the minimum training-
course for local police recruits.
Local training programs are
operated under the jurisdiction
of the state's municipal police
training council.

Drinking-Age Bill
A bill now before the Legis-

lature would give parents the
final say on whether persons
under 21 should be permitted
to purchase alcoholic bever-
ages.

The legislation would raise
the legal drinking age from 18
to 21 hut permit younger peo-
ple to buy beverages provided
they had the consent of par-
ents or guardinas to obtain an
identification card.

A bill has been introduced

to permit the inclusion of
summer school programs as an
extension of the regular
school year for state aid pur-
poses. The measure would
amend the Education Law so
as to take into account the
average daily attendance of
students attending summer
school programs operated by
local school districts.
Would Improve Inter-Group

Relations
Two bills intended to im-

prove inter-group relations in
New York State have been
submitted. They would permit
creation of Human Relations
Commissions at county, city,
village and town levels. The
second bill would authorize
establishment of a municipal
police training council in con-
junction with the State Com-
mission for Human Rights.

Anti-Poll Tax Measure
Approved

A proposed amendment to
the U. S. Constitution to out-
law the poll tax in Federal
elections has been approved by
the Legislature. Specifically
it prohibits states from levy-
ing a poll tax as a qualifica
tion for voting in Federal
elections.

The proposed amendment
must be ratified by three-
quarters of the states before
it may take effect.
