The second layer of the cake
is supported by eight white
columns, with lesser numbers
of similar columns used to
support the remaining tiers,

The North Carolina
blueberry crop was a complete
loss.

Consumers may expect to
see high price tags on early
fresh peaches, pears, and blue-
berries from these states as
a result of the freeze.
