For Heroism
Technical Sgt. John S.

, Austin, 35, whose parents,
Mr. and Mrs. John C. Aus-
tin, live at 26 Francis St.
in Potsdam, has been
awarded t h e Airmen's
Medal, third highest
peacetime award for hero-
ism.

The medal was presented to
Sgt. Austin by Maj. Gen. Ken-
neth P. Bergquist. APCS

, Commander, during the third
I' annual Reserve Forces Con-
' ference being; held at Orlando

AFB, Fla. A citation of com-
mendation accompanied the
medal presentation.

The Sergeant is assigned as
a technical advisor to the
262nd Communications Squad-
ron at Bellingham, Wash. The
lifesaving act came last Dec.
24 at the Bellingham, Wash.,
Municipal Airport, when the
Air National Guard Advisor
risked his own life to pull a
civilian pilot from his crashed
aircraft.

ory at the airport when he
saw a single engine private
plane crash on take - off
about a half-mile from the
Armory. He rushed to the
crash scene in his automobile
and, despite the hazard of ex-
ploding fuel cells, managed to
free the civilian pilot from
the wreckage.

Sgt. Austin, who lives in
Bellingham with his wife, the
former Shirley Reynolds, and
their three sons, Alan 13, John
*Jx* 4j and David 7 months, is
a 15-year Air Force veteran.

It's been nearly four years
since Sgt. Austin was home,
and his parents have never
geen the two younger children.
But this is a casualty of Serv-
ice life to which the elder
Austins have become inured.
At one time, they had three
sons in the Air Force, and
usually at least two would be
too far from home to get back,
even for holidays. Mrs. Aus-
tin relates the story of how
John and his elder brother
Donald once were stationed

The Concession will be op-
erated by Ed Siedlecki of Han~
nawa Falls, who will also pa-
trol the park and evict tres-
passers between 9 p.m. and 9
a.m.

Any group desiring to have
.oarties at the park must se-
cure a permit through the Di-
rector. No parties will be per-
mitted after 9 p.m.

Taxi rates in the village, which have been the same since

1952, have been raised by 10c, as a result of a public hearing
last Monday night held by the Village Board. Bates for up
to two persons will be raised from 50c to 60c within the vil-
lage limits with 30c for each additional passenger above
two. . . . It seems that the long-standing soot problem from
the Potsdam State heating plant smoke stack may be solved
soon. Trustee Bill Lowe reported that the State is ready to
convert from coal to partial gas, but there is a hold-up until
some "big shot" in Albany signs his name to a paper! . . . .
Administrator Mulcare reports that the Village is removing
stumps of diseased elm trees as part of the tree rehabilita-
tion program ON VILLAGE PROPEETY ONLY. He ex-
plained that some private property owners have been inquir-
ing as to whether the village would remove the stumps from
their property, since it removed the trees, but the village is
not responsible for this work.

Also, another reminder that burning within the village limits
is prohibited by law, unless in covered containers, and could
result in a $10 fine. Burning in the Town of Potsdam is only
allowed by a permit which is secured from a fire warden.

their recommendation of the
lowest bidder using truck
transportation, FOB, Potsdam.

Cambridge told the Courier
Tuesday that the lowest ac-
cepted bid came from R. D.
Wood Company of Florence,
N. J., while the Eddy Valve
Company of Rennslaer, N. Y.
were low accented bidders on
gate valves. Thus R. D. Wood
Co. will supply the village with
4500 feet of 12 inch piping for
the project.

Rickie Delosh Fatally
Injured; Rites Friday

The first traffic fatality of
1964 in the Town of Potsdam
occurred early Tuesday eve-
ning May 5 and involved a
four-year old boy, who died
several hours later in Pots-
dam Hospital.

According to a report is-
sued by the St. Lawrence
County Sheriff's office at 11
a. m. Wednesday, May 6, the
victim, Rickie Delosh, was
riding in the back of a 1959
Willys pickup truck operated
by his father, William D. De-
losh, Route 4, Potsdam.

The elder Delosh had been
hauling dirt fill for grading
beside the driveway of his
residence, about one mile from
the Potsdam village limits.

He had unloaded the fill and
was driving back and forth
across the area, to pack the
fill, when Rickie, riding in the
back of the truck, either jump-
ed or fell, and the rear wheels

of the vehicle passed over his
body.

He was removed to Potsdam
Hospital by his father and
was treated by Dr. Carl Clark.
He died some five hours later,
at 12:30 p. m., with cause of
death listed as multiple con-
tusions and internal injuries.

The Potsdam village police
were called at about 11 p. m.
and the sheriff was notified at
10:30 the following morning,
when Al Fuhr Jr. investigated
and compiled the above re-
port.

Rickie Donald Delosh was
born in Star Lake Aug. 17,
1959, a son of William D. and
Shirley Emerson Delosh.

The body waa removed to
the Buck Funeral Home and
was later returned to the fam-
ily home, where friends may
call. Funeral services will be
held Friday, May 8 at 9:30
a. m. at St. Mary's Catholic

The showroom portion of
the building has been turned
into ultra-modern offices for
the business and editorial
staff, complete with up-to-date
lighting, paneled walls, and
air-conditioning. There is a
large outer office for the busi-
ness staff and Business Mana-
ger Betty Dann, a large edi-
torial office, and an Executive
Office for the General Mana-
ger. In addition to this, there
is a special room, known as
The Conference Room, where
the "morgue" or back issues of
the Courier, dating back to the
1800'a, will be kept. This room
will also be used for special
conferences and other business.
