$75 JFK Bond
On Sale May 1
A reminder that the new $75

Series E United States Sav-
ings Bond, bearing the Tior-
trait of the late President
Kennedy, is now on sale, came
from Henry Taylor, St. Law-
rence County Savings Bonds
co-chairman.

Decision to issue the $75
bond, which fills a gap in the
lower-denomination range of
Savings Bonds, was announc-
ed by the White House late in
January. The issue date of
May 1 was fixed to coincide
with the launching of "Opera-
tion Security", a nationwide
Savings Bonds campaign which
runs until July Fourth. May
1 was also the 23rd anniverl
sary of the issuance of the
first Series E bond.

Purchase price of the new
bond, which will reach full
redemption value in seven
years and nine months, is
$56.25.

Taylor said that beneath the
portrait of Mr. Kennedy are
carried the words from his
inaugural address: "Ask not
what your country can do for
you—ask what you can do for
your country."

"The reproduction of this
memorable statement on the
face of the bond," said Taylor,
"is a fresh reminder that our
citizens help strengthen their
own security and, consequent-
ly, the security of their com-
munity and their country
when they invest a portion of
their savings in Savings
Bonds."
