that any one measure will re-
move all the unreasonable im-
pedimenta to the right to know
which now exists. Congress it-
self has been under attack for
the excessive sessions in ques-
tionable circumstances by
some committees. This is an-
other case in which Congress
does not practice what it
preaches. A report of a highly
respected national journalistic

society recently concluded that
Congressional freedom of in-
formation has suffered "its
worst year of the last decade."

One specific proposal which
I have supjjested as an amend-
ment to the bill would lie to
require the inclusion in the
public record of nny communi-
cation by a member of Con-
gress with respect to any ad-
judicatory proceeding before
an administrative agency.

The public lias u tremendous
stake in the Freedom of In-
formation bill. We face a dif-

ficult battle in trying to over-
come the bad practices which
have developed over a period
of years but which appear to
be reaching a new peak. Every
citizen should give his full
support to this effort.
