'Hospital Careers Day1 set At Wards store
Slated Here On May 15

In recognition of National Hospital Week, which is being observed May 11
through May 17, the Potsdam Hospital has scheduled a "Hospital Careers Day"
to be conducted on Friday, May 15 in the gymnasium of the Potsdam Senior
High School, commencing at 1:30 p.m.
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The Hospital will serve as
host to high school students
from the following area high
schools, as well as Potsdam
High School: St. Lawrence
Central School, Brasher Falls;
Colton - Pierrepont Central
School, Colton; Madrid-Wad-
dington Central School, Mad-
rid; Norwood-Norfolk Central
School, Norwood; Parishville-
Hopkinton Central School,
Parishville.

The students attending, who
have shown an interest in
medical careers, will be shown
a film depicting many occupa-
tional aspects of the medical
profession and will then have
»n opportunity to view dis-
plays and to meet personally
with representatives from
each of the individual fields of
endeavor. During these inter-
views, students will be encour-
aged to ask questions regard-
ing the specific training they
•hould pursue and the avail-
able opportunities in each
field.

Among the occupations rep-
resented will be Nursing, both
professional and practical,
Occupational Therapist, Medi-
cine, Physical Therapist, Med-
ical Technician, Dietician,
Medical Librarian, Hospital
Administrator • and Social
Worker.

James B. Clemens, director
of the Potsdam Hospital, ex-
pressed the desire that all
students interested in attend-
ing the program contact their
school Guidance Directors.
"The overall field of medicine,"
Clemens noted, "is one of the
fastest growing and perhaps
the most rewarding of all
careers. We sincerely hope
that many of the students at-
tending this special 'Career
Day' program will decide to
pursue one of the specific oc-
cupations and may very well
return one day to serve at the
Potsdam Hospital."

When the big day arrived . . . the final day for

filing petitions for candidates for the June 2 Primary
Election, the roster of Republican hopefuls for the
Seat in the House of Representatives from the 31st
Congressional District still contained five names.

Donald Beaman, principal of Clayton Central
School, announced his withdrawal from the race for
the Republican nomination to the Seat now held by
retiring Congressman Clarence Kilburn of Malone
on Mar. 10, citing his present responsibilities and his
disillusionment with political machines.

Mayor Edward J. Keenan of Ogdensburg, also an
early candidate for the GOP nod for the coveted post,
bowed out and pledged his support to State Senator
C. McEwen, whose present Seat at Albany Keenan is
now seeking.

This leaves McEwen, State Senator Henry A.
Wise of Watertown in Jefferson County; Donald
Taylor, Watertown attorney; Oswego County's Rob-
ert C. Fuller of Parish; and Publisher Mason Rossi-
ter Smith of Gouverneur.

Robert C. Fuller
Robert C. Fuller, 43 years

old, is vice-president of Parish
Oil Company; past depart-
mental Commander of the
American Legion for the State
of New York, and is active in
civic affairs. He was gra-
duatedfrom Manlius Military
Academy and from Syracuse
University.

Fuller is maried to the form-
er Eloise Knapp of Fulton and
the couple has three children,
all in school. His community
activities include: Red Cross
and Lions Club International,
director of Oswego County
Boy Scout Council, and has
worked with Republican party
since 1956.

Fuller has announced a
novel "ear to the«ground" pro-
gram, which he proposes to
initiate if he should win the
nomination and subsequently
the election.

Noting that the trend in re-
cent years is for Congress to
remain in session the greater
part of the year, thus making
it necessary for Congressmen
to be away from the District
a majority of the time, Fuller
said he would appoint five vo-
luntary Field Men, one from
each county in the 31st Dis-
trict.

These people would serve as
his eyes and ears while he at-
tends sessions in Wastfmgton.
"These five Field Men will be
available to sek out the prob-
lems of the people, obtain a so-
lution and report back to the
voters.

Henry A. Wise
Henry A. Wise, who has

served in the State Senate
since 1947, is a Watertown na-
tive. He was graduated from
the Virginia Military Institute,
the University of Virginia, and
served in the Army in World
War 2.

Senator Wise served from
1940 to 1958 as chairman of
the Jefferson County Repub-
lican Committee, and has serv-
ed on many important commit-
tees in the Senate. He is mar-
ried and the father of four
children.

Perhaps Senator Wise is
best known in the North
Country for his accomplish-
ments in the field of Social
Welfare, while serving in the
Senate; and for his stand in
the recent controversy within
the State Legislature regard-
ing the State Liquor Control
bill. Senator Wise was one of
the Northern legislators who
voted "no" on the so-called
Moreland proposals, and who
