‘Well known in the Upstate
area, Senator Keating has ex-
pressed increasing concern
for the substantial number of
military base closings and de-
fense cutbacks in New York
State in recent months.

At the present time, he is a
member of the Senate Com-
mittee on the Judiciary, the
Committee on Aeronautival
and Space Sciences, and the
Special Committee on Aging.
