
Teenage Rodeo Attracts Many

SKILL TESTS — Seen here are participants
in the National Safe Driving Contest, spon-
sored by the National Junior Chamber of
Commerce and Lincoln-Mercury, held at the
Potsdam State parking lot last Saturday.
Students from throughout the State father-
ed to vie for the State championship and thus

represent New York at the National Contest
in Washington, D. C. later this summer. The
road test was similar to that required by law
of applicants for a New York State driving
license. Skill tests included line driving, off-
set alley and parallel parking.

Contestants and approxi-
mately 60 New York State
Jaycee sponsor members and
state officers convened at
SUCP campus last Friday,
preparatory to the final com-
petition of the New York
State Jaycees teenage safe
driving contest which was
held Saturday at the gym-
nasium parking lot at the
college.

This was the first time the
State level contest had been
held in Potsdam and some 60
winners of local contests
throughout New York State
were on hand to compete for
$250 in prizes and the honor
of representing New York
State in the national competi-
tion later this summer in
Washington, D. C.

Safety Movie
Out-of-town contestants ar-

rived Friday afternoon and
evening and were assigned
rooms in Sisson Hall. After
dinner at 6 p.m., they relaxed
in Merritt Hall gymnasium
until 8 p.m., when they were
shown the movie, "Death On
The Highway", a film consist-
ing of scenes from actual ac-
cidents, designed to empha-
size the advantages of safe
driving. A get-acquainted
party at 10 p.m. provided a
change of pace and ended the
first day of the two-day
event.

Saturday morning the con-
testants breakfasted at 7 and
at 8 began the road and skill
tests.

These consisted of a road
test similar to that required
by law of all applicants for a
New York State driver's li-
cense and skill tests consist-
ing of line driving (forward
and rearward), the off-set al-
ley (forward and rearward),

and parallel parking. From
10 to 13 a.m. the contestants
took a comprehensive written
test which covered every as-
pect of driving on New York
State highways and municipal
streets.

Skill Tests
The skill and road tests

were at 1 p.m. The contestants
took these tests on 1965 Mer-
curys provided by Scott Ford
of Potsdam. At 8 p.m. the
contestants attended a meet-
ing sponsored by the Potsdam
Teenage Traffic Safety Coun-
cil, where, after a brief
greeting by Karl P. Wisner,
advisor to the Traffic Safety
Council, Jerry Hayes spoke
on "The Formulation of a
Traffic Safety Council in
Your Own Community".

The awards were presented
at the awards banquet by
John Story of Massena, direc-
tor of the New York State
Independent Insurance Com-
panies. The Hon. Verner M.
Ingram, St. Lawrence County
Assemblyman, the principal
speaker, discussed his percep-

tions relative to the Junior
Chamber of Commerce Safe
Driving Program.

A $100 savings bond and a
plaque were awarded to first
place winner Bavid Jahsman
of Fulton. Donald Duley, of
Plattsburg, second place win-
ner, received a $75 laviagg
bond; Henry Gerltz, Warwick,
third place winner received a
$50 bond, and Miss Sally
O'Rourke, Buffalo, was
awarded a ?25 bond for fourth
place.

Steve Nagy, of Potsdam,
had the highest score on the
written test, with 94 points
out of a possible 100. Jahsman
placed first in the skill tests
with 210 out of 250 points.
The highest score on the road
tests was made by Duley with
462 out of 850 points.

David Jahsman will repre-
sent New York State in the
National Safe Driving Com-
petition this summer in
Washington, D. C, where he
will be competing for a $2000
scholarship and a new Mer-

cuiy Comet Caliente conver-
tible.

Arrangements for the Con-
test were handled by the Pots-
dam Jaycees. David Satterlee
is president of the local chap-
ter; Karl Wisner, program
chairman; James Hopkins,
registration and accommoda-
tions; Floyd Dame, scoring
and judging; Carl Woods,
banquet; Paul Tepfenhart,
road course.

Members of the St. Law-
rence County Sheriff's De-
partment served as judges.
Motor Vehicle department of-
ficials supervised the road
tests over the regular testing
course in Potsdam.

Teenagers from all over the
State had already participated
in the local level of the Na-
tional Safe Driving Contests
co-sponsored by the National
Junior Chamber of Commerce
and Lincoln-Mercury, It was
the winners of these local
competitions who gathered in
Potsdam last Saturday for
the State contest.

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Manpower Trainees
To Graduate Tonight

About 77 persons presently enrolled in the Manpower Training Program

will graduate and receive a certificate stating the completion of the Program at
ceremonies planned for tonight at 8 p.m. in the Potsdam High School auditori-
um.

This is the second gradua-
tion held for trainees in the
Manpower Program. Eighty-
five students in the first sec-
tions of five separate courses
graduated last February. The
Program started last summer
when the first course, Auto
Mechanics) begatvwitri «f8-en*
rollees on July 27. By the
middle of September there
were five courses in operation
and a new one in appliance
repair began Feb. 1.

Students will be completing
their training in one of the
six courses which began 30
weeks ago. The breakdown of
the number of graduates is as
follows: stenography 19; body
and fender 12; auto mechan-
ics 12; farm mechanics 11; oil
gas burner 7; and household
and appliance repair, the new-
est course, 16.

• BOCES (Board of Cooperative
Educational Services), will
present the citations to the
graduates. Guest speaker will
be Dr. Thomas Barrington,
dean of students at the State
University College at Pots-
dam. Mrs. Melissa Carroll, ex-
ecutive director of BOCES,
and Wyllys Rudd, manager of
the New York State employ-
ment service in Massena, will
also speak to the graduates.

Some of the graduates al-

ready have jobs in the field
In which they are working or

else will begin working short-
ly. Seventy-three percent of
the former graduates have
jobs directly related to their
training.

Training Program, tentative
dates have been listed for the
couses to begin again. They
are farm machinery on July
19, stenography on Aug. 2
and auto mechanics on Aug.
30. It is presumed that all
other courses will begin again
at a later date. At the prttent
time a survey is being t»h"m
for the possibility of new-
courses.

At present the old Oval
Wood Dish building, directly
b e h i n d the newly - opened
"Dew Drop Up" Restaurant,
is the headquarters for the
M a n p o w e r Program. This
building has the facilities to
house four classes. Some of
the classes are also held in the
former Lynch Ford building
across the road from the Sun-
set Lodge Restaurant on the
Potsdam-Norwood Road but
this building will presently be
renovated for a new use.
There is room for the three
courses whose dates have been
tentatively slated to have
classes in the Oval Wood Dish
building.

More than 30 children have

already been registered for
Potsdam's newest educational
effort: Operation Head Start,
a program designed to orient
p r e - kindergarten children
academically, physically and
socially, so that they may be
better able to adjust and com-
pete with next fall's 'crop' of
•wriggling five-year-olds when
they come trooping into the
district's halls of learning.

The federal Office of Eco-
nomic Opportunity has ap-
proved a total grant of $54,-
729 for an Operation Head
Start program in nine North-
ern New York School systems,
of which Potsdam is one. The
aid was applied for under the
direction of the St. Lawrence
County Community Action
Program, and includes the
school systems of Canton Cen-
tral, Colton-Pierrepont Cen-
tral, Gouverneur Central, Nor-
wood-Norfolk Central, St.
Lawrence Central, Massena
Central, Parishville-Hopkinton
Central, and Ogdensburg Pub-
lic Schools.

With Potsdam Superintend-
ent of Schools A. A. Kingston
directing the program, repre-
sentatives of the various
schools involved met in Pots-
dam last Thursday to discuss
organizational and adminis-
trative procedures. Each dis-
trict will budget its own al-
location and set up its own
pay scale for the professional
help required.

Local Efforts
Follo-ving receipt of the fed-

eral grant, Potsdam's Opera-
tion Head Start shifted into
high gear and an intensive
campaign was launched to re-
cruit the first of the children

who will attend this unique
summer school. Mrs. Margaret

Milk Group
Cites Courier
The Courier-Freeman was

the recipient last week of a
Distinguished Service Report-
ing Award given by the East-
ern Producers Cooperative As-
sociation.

The award, which was given
to only one weekly newspaper
in a five-state area, was pre-
sented at the Association's
annual banquet held at the
Hotel Syracuse in Syracuse
on Wednesday, June 9.

The citation to the Courier-

among dairymen in the Fed-
eral Order Number Two milk
marketing area has been de-
finitely furthered as a result
of your contribution in re-
porting farm news."

Several hundred scientists
from industry, government and
education will attend the 39th
National Colloid Symposium
of the American Chemical So-
ciety to be held at Clarkson
College of Technology next
Monday through Wednesday
(June 21-23).

The international confer-
ence is sponsored by Clarkson
under the auspices of the Di-
vision of Colloid and Surface
Chemistry of the American
Chemical Society. Dr. Milton
Kerker, dean of sciences and
Dr. Egon Matijevic, professor
of chemistry at Clarkson, are
local co-chairmen of the Sym-
posium committee.

The three-day Symposium
will include the presentation
of approximately 40 scientific
research papers in the areas
of coagulation, aerosols and
membrane biophysics.

Many of the papers to be
presented are expected to
have practical application in
the areas of space travel; air
pollution and smog control in
urban areas; the problems of
water pollution and the desal-
inization of sea water for in-
dustrial and drinking pur-
poses.

Dr. Kerker, who is chair-
man-elect of the Division of
Colloid and Surface Chemistry,
pointed out that this is the
first time in the Society's his-
tory that the Symposium has
been held on a small college
campus.

"This is especially signifi-
cant," Dr. Kerker said, "in
that this also will be the larg-
est such conference in the So-
ciety's history, and points up
Clarkson's international repu-
tation as a center of Colloid
and Surface Chemistry."

Conference Highlight
One of the highlights of the

conference will b« the award-

ing of honorary degrees by
Clarkson to three of the dis-
tinguished participants at a
special convocation in Snell

School Meeting

Uneventful; No

Board Contests
Slightly over 50 persons at-

tended the annual meeting
Tuesday evening July 15 at
7:30 p.m. in the Potsdam High
School auditorium to vote for
the record budget ($2,055,960)
for the 1965-66 school year.
A. A. Kingston, superinten-
dent of Potsdam schools, spoke
explaining certain portions of
the budget including $6,050
for "Operation Headstart,"
money allocated for Interna-
tional Fellowship Exchange
Program and the American
Field Service student abroad
programs as well as the new
Vocational Training Center
and the adult education pro-
gram.

At this meeting Dr. Thomas
Barrington and Dr. Edward
Prescott were elected to suc-
ceed themselves for another
five-year term on the Potsdam
Central School Board. They
each received 44 votes.

This 1965-66 budget re-
ceived 46 acceptance votes and
also it was voted to replace
two school buses and to buy
one new bus for a total not to
exceed $16,300. This purchase
also received 46 yes votes.

Kingston reported on the
satisfactory progress of the
bus garage which will be com--
pleted by at least Aug. 15 and
stated that the new garage
will also serve as a classroom
for two vocational courses
which will begin in the Fall.

Kingston also had words of
commendation for the develop-
ment of the music department
and its participation in NYSS-
MA held in Potsdam this year.
He told the group that over
190 boys received awards at

Area Vocational Center To Open
In September With Nine Courses

Local educators, legislators,
parents and many other inter-
ested persons who have work-
ed so long for a Vocational
School in this area will see
their dreams realized when
the Northeast Area Vocation-
al Center for St. Lawrence
County is established here in
September.

Until State legislation is
passed allowing the Boards of
Cooperative Educational Serv-
ices (BOCES) to own proper-
ty and thus build a new_ Cen-
ter, classes will be held in the
Lynch Building, Norwood; the
LaBarge Building on Route 56
near the Moonlight Drive-In
Theater; and in the new
Potsdam Central Garage.

The School will be adminis-
tered by the BOCES of Dis-
trict No. 2, with offices in
Madrid. David Middlemiss is
president of the Board and
Wesley D. Ehle, superinten-
dent of District No. 2, is the
executive officer. William
Hart, who has been with the
VICP for a number of years
now, will be the new principal.

Approximately 300-325 stu-
dents have indicated to their
guidance counsellors that they
will be in attendance. All the
schools in the third supervi-
sory district with Mrs. Melis-
sa Carroll as superintendent
will be able to participate in
the program. They include
Colton-Pierrepont, Parish-
vills-HopkiMpn, Norwood-

and Potsdam Cen-
tral Schools. Also all of the
schools in Superintendent
Ehle's District No. 2 will enter
the program. Those schools
are Madrid-Waddington, St.
Lawrence Central, Canton and
Lisbon Central Schools.

Approximately $300,000 in
federal funds will be furnish-
ed to this area for equipment.
In addition the salaries of the
director and principal will be
100% reimbursable from fed-
eral funds. There will be one
teacher per course (nine in
all). BOCES will receive
from 70-75 per cent normal
State Aid which is in addition
to the federal money given to
us.

With transportation provid-
ed by the individual districts,
the students will spend one-
half day in their home school
and another half-day at the
center.

Nine courses will be offered
in the Fall. They are farm
machinery repair, conserva-
tion, auto mechanics, body and
fender, beauty culture, con-
struction trades, small appli-
ance repair, office practice I
and office practice II.

Harold Baxter has been the
Tri-County director for the
1964-65 year. As of July 1, he
will be the St. Lawrence Coun-
ty director. Whenever the cen-
ter in' the southwest area of
the county is activated, his
time will be divided between
that canter tad tan.
