Village Board Accepts Water
Pollution Control Plant Flans

Rotary Gives
Hospital $1,000
Miss Dianne Connelly of

South Colton, 1965 "Miss
Thousand Islands," was a
guest of Rotary at their week-
ly luncheon yesterday. It was
later reported that her talent
skit was extremely well re-
ceived, and local Rotarians are
enthusiastic about her chances
of becoming Miss New York
State.

Along with entertaining
various visiting and local dig-
nitaries and speakers, Rotary
has also been engaging in con-
structive community action,
and has paid $1,000 toward
the Club's building fund
pledge to Potsdam Hospital.

The Village Board has given
unanimous approval to the
preliminary plans for Pots-
dam's Water Pollution Con-
trol Plant, as drawn and pre-
sented by the firm of Akins
and Tisdel, consulting engine-
ers.

Trustee Ernest Routh (D)
moved and Trustee Merton
Taylor (R) seconded a resolu-
tion authorizing Mayor An-
derson to file the application,
•with the State Health Depart-
ment for study. Following ap-
proval by this body, the ap-
plication will then go to the
Public Health Service (the
federal agency) for approval.

A lengthy discussion of the
52-page preliminary plans
preceded the Board's decision
to act, just before 10 p.m.
Monday evening. Most of the
questions raised concerned
the proposed construction of
on-site drying beds, with Vil-
lage Administrator James
Mulcare and Superintendent
of Public Works Richard
Cambridge suggesting that an
alternate plan should be con-
sidered. It appeared to be
their feeling that an off-site
drying bed with landfill could

be built at considerably less
expense.

State Aid
Joseph Tisdel, speaking for

the consulting engineers, ex-
plained that, while the origin-
al cost of on-site drying is
more expensive, the mainten-
ance costs of the off-site land-
fill program would be higher.
He further stated that the
State Aid would amount to
60% of original cost and only
33%% of the maintenance
costs.

There were other parts of
the plans about which Cam-
bridge and Mulcare disagreed
with the consulting engineers,
but they were in the minority
and neither is a voting mem-
ber of the Board.

The primary sewage treat-
ment plant will be located at
what is known as the Mattie
Gile tract, which was given to
the village by Nekoosa Ed-
wards for this purpose.

Total cost of the project has
been estimated by the engine-
ers at approximately $1,700,-
000. It will be eligible for
construction grants from
both the federal and state
governments, once the prelim-
inary plans and application
are approved.

Trunks
The East trunk sewer will

run from the intersection of
Market and Raymond Streets,
to the treatment plant, the
west trunk sewer from Pine
Street to the river crossing at
the end of Walnut Street.
There will be a pumping sta-
tion and trunk sewer from
State Teachers College to
Raymond Street. The existing
sewers will probably not be
disturbed and will pick up the
outfalls.

1966 Target
Construction is tentatively

slated to begin in the spring
of 1966. Meanwhile, various
property owners will be ap-
proached in the plan to se-
cure easements to cross the
land for the interceptors.
Akins and Tisdel will handle
this part of the project, and
the action to secure these
easements must be started be-
fore the application will be ac-
cepted by the State, and the
money granted.

Second Junior Olympics
Day Proves Successful

Many of Potsdam's youthful
athletes caught hold of the
"Spirit of the Olympics" (that
of trying to do one's best) last
Saturday as they broke last
year's initial records in nearly
half of the 40 track and field
events staged at the Potsdam
High athletic field. Leading
the parade in establishing new
marks were two speedsters in
the Junior Division: Diane
Russell and Richard Bovay.

Diane established two new
records and won three gold
medals while Bovay made
three new marks and took
foul golds. (The latter equal-
led Fleur Griffith's perform-
ance in last year's meet.) G.
G. Wiegman and Connie Cyrus
also captured two gold medals
in this division.

Three runners, Anne Alver-
son, Dana Jarrett, and Bill
Hinman captured two first
place medals while Lauris Sel-
leck notched three in the Prep
Division. (Separate competi-
tion was held for boys and
girls and each were divided
into two age groups.)

The second annual Junior
Olympics had over 150 par-
ticipants: 80 percent were
boys. All together, they were
a group of young athletes who
displayed great determination
and fine sportsmanship both
in victory and defeat. Canada
was the winning team of the
four chosen to symbolically
represent the countries from
all over the world. The other
three countries, Denmark,
Australia, and the United
States finished in that order.

Colorful Symbolic
This year's Jr. Olympics,

besides having the traditional-
ly colorful opening and award
ceremonies, included a closing
ceremony used in the 1964
Olympics in Japan. The festi-
vities of the day were conclud-
ed by having the contestants
mai-ch off the field with a
partner from another country,
symbolizing unity of all na-
tions and races throughout th»

world. Adding more color to
this year's "Olympics" were
flags from each country which
were sent from their respec-
tive embassies.

Many individuals and sev-
eral organizations deserve
much credit for their contri-
bution to the success of one
of the biggest projects the
Potsdam Jaycees undertake.
