
Education Programs Underway

Many small miracles are oc-

curring in the Lawrence Av-
enue School, where Operation
Head Start got underway
Tuesday, according to Charles
Turcotte, director of the local
project and A. A. Kingston,
who is directing the St. Law-
rence County Community Ac-
tion program,

Head Start, a pre-achool
program for children who will
be entering kindergarten in
September, has been developed
by the Office of Economic Op-
portunity as part of the presi-
dent's 'War On Poverty'. It
is designed to orient and as-
sist the underprivileged and
culturally deprived child to
take his place and compete on
an equal basis with children
from vastly different environ-
ments as he starts his formal
education in Kindergarten this
fall.

To some of these children,
the miracle is a table laid cor-
rectly and neatly with silver-
ware and napkin properly
placed. To some, it means a

flower arrangement. Others
are experiencing for the first
time the delights of a 'story
hour', the thrill of watching a
seed grow and of examining a
colony of ants, or the joys in-
volved in a supervised walk in
the woods.

For many of the children,
the most important miracle is
attention—the knowledge that
somebody cares and is willing
to listen, talk to them, and
help with personal grooming,
table manners and other ele-
mentary needs.

In Potsdam, some 30 chil-
dren are enrolled in the Head
Start program, with Mrs.
Naomi Balukjian and Mrs.
Virginia Gilligan as teachers.
These two, with Mrs. Mai'garet
Curtin, school nurse-teacher,
and Dr. Deborah Kaplan,
pediatrician, were among 20
persons from St. Lawrence
County who attended the
special seminar at the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania, State
College, Pa. Altogether, there
were three nurses, 16 teach-

ers and Dr. Kaplan.
In an attempt to orient the

local program leaders in the
philosophy of Operation Head
Start, there was included in
the curricula a review of kin-
dergarten procedures, a re-
sume of child development at
various stages, a course on
the medical-social service as-
pects, and a special session on
sociological understanding.

One of the prime functions
of the program is a complete
physical and dental examina-
tion for each child, with fol-
low-ups on any care indicated
as a result of these tests. Dr.
Kaplan has completed her ex-
aminations of the children in-
volved in the Parishville pro-
gram, and will now be concen-
trating her attention on those
in Potsdam, Massena and
Gouverneur.

According to the national
director, an integral part of
the basic concept of Operation
Head Start is the participa-
tion of the mother, who may
be taught how to plan meal
with balanced nutrition i'

mind and other homemaking
skills.

Adult Education
More than 30 adults, not all

from the Potsdam area, are
also involved in a 'learning
miracle' at Potsdam Central
School this summer. These are
enrolled in the Basic Educa-
tion course at the Leroy Street
school, under the general di-
rection of Kenneth Daniels.
Prof. William Eldridge of
SUCP is the reading consult-
ant in this program.

This group of students,

about evenly divided between
the unemployed, who were re-
ferred to the course by the
State Employment Office at
Massena, and welfare recipi-
ents, attend school from 9 a.m.
to 3 p. m. They take their
lunch at the Lawrence Avenue
School, served by the same
staff which is attending to the
needs of the children in Oper-
ation Head Start.

AH of these adults furnish
their own transportation to the
classes, except those from

44 Families Invite
Fresh Air Guests

The dreams of an enjoyable summer vacation
will be realized by 44 fresh air children from New
York City when they arrive here next Thursday
afternoon to spend two weeks or more in Northern
New York fresh air and sunshine.

The children will arrive at
8:37 p.m. at the Greyhound
Bus Station on Water Street
Thursday afternoon, July 15.
They will be accompained by
Mrs. Marge Howe, co-chair-
man of the Potsdam Fresh Air
children who is going down to
New Xpr£ t» i"cE tne™ UP;

Miss Pauline -Baiter, 18, of the
May Road will assist her.

For the first time they will
be traveling by the bus the
entire trip which means less
traveling time. In previous
years the group had taken a
train from New York to Syra-
cuse and then switched to a
bus for the rest of the trip.
The new arrangement allows
about three hours less driving
time.

Invitations this year came
from Potsdam, Winthrop, Bra-
sher Falls, and Madrid and
there were more requests than
ever before—so many, in fact,
that the New York City office
requested a halt in the number
of families because there were
not enough children who need-
ed homes. From this area

there were about 20 reinvita-
tions from families who had
taken children in previous
years. And, to the delight of
the local fresh air committee,
much response was received
from new families in the area.

The children who are com-
ing north for the first time
are aged five to 12 and the
children who have been rein-
vited are from five to 17
years of age. They will stay
here for two, four or six
weeks, depending upon how
long the families wish to have
them in their homes. Return
trips are scheduled for July
29, Aug. 11 and Aug. 25. The
buses will leave Potsdam at
7:48 a.m. and will arrive back
in New York City at 3:37 p.m.

County Republicans Plot Election
Strategy At Executive Session

"This has been an over-long
and unproductive session of
the New York State Legisla-
ture," Assemblyman Verner

sophy of the independent, up-
state Republicans and the
boss-directed, New York City
Democrats. As most of you
know, I have small sympathy
with the program designed to
help debt - ridden, boss-direct-
ed New York City", Ingram
charged.

Ronald Stafford, Plattsburg
Republican nominee for State
Senator from the new 48th
Senatorial District, in his
first appearance before St.
Lawrence County Republican
leaders, promised an aggres-
sive campaign. "I plan to talk
with just as many people as I
can. I want to hear their
views, discuss their problems
and offer my suggestions for
solving those problems. I will
seek advice and council from
many of you present here to-
night and above all, I will ap-
preciate your support in the
days ahead", the 30 year old
St. Lawrence University and
Columbia Law School gradu-
ate stated.

Carl Burns, county treasur-
er and a candidate for re-
election, urged Republicans to
help each other at village,
town, county and state levels.
He said it was the plan of St.
Lawrence County officers
that each one should lend vi-
gorous support to all candi-
date!. "This is the time to re-
double our efforts and regain

our position of leadership,"
Burns explained.

Chairman Seward F. Brown
conducted the meeting and dis-
tributed designating petitions
to town chairmen or represen-
titives. Brown stated, "We
have an excellent chance of
electing Republican majorities,
in both houses of the State
Legislature this year. The
Democrats have demonstrated
their incredible incompetence
during the recent session at
Albany. This year they lack
the strength of a strong na-
tional ticket and face the good
possibility that many up-state
Democrats are ready to vote
Republican. We plan to give
them this opportunity and
welcome their support for our
candidates."
