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No Vacation for College
Summer School Students

There is no summertime
_pause on the campuses of the
colleges and centers which
comprise the State University
of New York.

President Samuel B. Gould
observes fhat campus activity
is literally year-round, with
the 1966 summer-month popu-
lation expected {o total more
than 80,000 students, com-
pared to 66,500 last year.

In the summer of 1965, more
than 36,500 students thronged
the four-year and graduate
campuses for credit and non-
credit courses as well as vari
ous institutes and workshops,
foreign study and special pro-
grams. At the two-year cam-
puses — Community and Agri-
cultural and Technical Col-
leges — nearly 30,000 summer
students attended classes.

A major segment of this
summer’s scholars comprise
persons in the teaching pro-
fession, either attending in-
service courses, taking cours-
es for permanent certifica-
tion requirements, or pursuing
advanced degree study.

Others include those accel-
erating or making up courses,
beginning or continuing gra-
duate work, and new high
school graduates who. are as-
piring to a college education,

In the latter category are
those who have applied for ad-
mission to one of the State
University’s campuses, but do
not quite match up to scholas-
tic requirements and are
doing remedial work to be-
come eligible.

Still other students are
youngsters from low-income
4amilies, attending the Uni-
%yersity under Federally-spon-
~sored Upward Bound projects.

State University at Bingham-|-

ton, College at Plattsburgh,
and Kingsborough Community
College at Brooklyn. Kings-
borough is the first two-year
coliege within the University
system and one of the first in
the United States to partici-
pate.

Under the Economic Oppor-
tunity Act, the Binghamton
project will be supported by a
$71,750 Federal grant involv-
ing 50 students from Broome
County; Plattsburgh, $145,000
for 100 students from Clinton,
Essex and Franklin Counties;
and  Kingsborough, about
$147,000 for 100 from the East
New York-Brownsville section
of Brooklyn.

The youngsters will receive
intensive remedial training in
English skills and mathe-
matics, as well as a varied
cultural-recreational program
consisting of musical and dra-
