Kolson speaks
at Workshop

Dr. Clifford J. Kolson, pro-
fessor of education and direc-
tor of the Reading Center at
The State University College
at Potsdam, will give a lec-
ture-demonstration today (July
21) at a reading workshop at
Amherst for public school
teachers there.

A recognized authority on
reading development, Dr. Kol-
son has helped establish con-

tinuing programs in reading
education in more than 50
school systems within New
York State.

The Amherst workshop is
s; jnsored by the U. S. Office
of Education, under provisions
of the Elementary-Secondary
Education Act. The two-week
workshop will focus on read-
ing in the elementary school,
and will involve teachers in
kindergarten through third
grade. Dr. Kolson is one of
ten reading consultants invit-
ed to participate in the pro-
gram.
