Land of the Midnight Sun — The Jesse Lee Home in Anchorage where
we are working this summer is a home for children and is sponsored by the
Board of Missions of the Methodist Church. The majority of the children, who
are aged from about seven to 17 years, come from broken homes or homes
which are not suitable for a child to grow up in. This is a major problem
throughout all of Alaska today and the number of children needing special care
and attention is on the rise.

Social workers in the An-
chorage area notify Jesse
Lee's director, Richard Gilbert
when a child has a need to be
placed under the care of a
Home such as this one. If there
is room for him here and after
a complete record of the
child's background has been
procured, the child is usually
accepted and comes to live.
At the same time foster homes
for the children at Jesse Lee
are found (although this is a
very difficult process for the
number of foster parents in
this area is very slight and
once found, many adjustments
must be made, both on the
part of the child and the fam-
ily) so the number of children
at the Home is relatively flex-
ible. At present there are
about 20 children here.

When a foster home for a
child is found, it does not nec-
essarily mean that the ar-
rangement can be made suc-
cessfully. Thus there is a trial
period of a month which the
child spends with the foster
family. If there are no prob-
lems, the foster parents then
become the child's legal guar-
dian.

there are a number of child »jn
from one family here. Some-
times it is possible for one or
two brothers or sisters to be
placed together in a foster
home. One of the Anchorage
social workers has said that
if Jesse Lee had the space and
facilities for 100 more children,
she could supply them imme-
diately. This is an indication
of Alaska's growing problem
in this area.

The Jesse Lee home was
founded at Unalaska (on the
Aleutian Chain) in 1890 by a
woman named Jesse Lee for
the purpose of providing for
some of the more unfortunate
children of Alaska. After Un-
alaska was changed from a
coal station to an oil station,
there was no longer a need for
boats to stop in this area and
the town became barren.
Therefore, the Jesse Lee Home
was moved to Seward in 1925
where it remained until Jan,
21 of this year when the three
cottages and administration
building here in Anchorage
were ready to be opened. The
Home in Seward was partially
damaged by the earthquake in
March, 1964, but it was also
old and sadly in need of repair
and newly-improved facilities.
Also better educational facili-
ties in Anchorage showed yet
another reason for the move
north.

January 1966 proved to be a
"lucky break" for the chil-
dren of Jesse Lee, although it
was not merely luck that
brought them to Anchorage. It
was planning on the part of
many people for the future
welfare for these children and
funds from the Board of Mis-
sions and Methodist Churches
from all over the United
States. Here in Anchorage the
children have as close a
"home-like" situation as is
possible in a children's home.

The children live in cottages
where they have rooms of their
own or else one other person
living with them. Each cottage
has a houseparent (s) who
lives in an apartment in the
same building. At present
there are two boys' cottages
and one girls' cottage. When
the director's cottage is com-
pleted sometime in September,
the third cottage will become
a children's cottage instead of
a staff cottage as it is present-
ly-

Public Schools
All of the children at Jesse

Lee attend public schools in
Anchorage. Because some of
them have difficulty in learn-
ing and are from one to two
(or more) grades behind their
age level, it was decided to
have a summer school pro-
gram so that possibly some of
the children might be able to
enter the grade which they are
supposed to be in in the Fall.
Each child (with the exception
of some of the older ones who
have summer jobs) must have
a class in reading and arith-
metic. There are some elec-
tives which others on the high
school.level may choose also:
woodworking, typing, and sew-
ing. I am teaching a literature
class on the junior high level,
a reading class on about the
fifth grade level and two ele-
mentary arithmetic classes.

In addition to the summer
school program this summer
there is also a summer recrea-
tion program to occupy the
children on afternoons, eve-
nings, and weekends- Tuesdays
and Fridays are Cottage Days
when each cottage, as a group,
decides what it would like to
do for that day. Their ideas
are brought by a representa-
tive from each cottage to Town
Council which meets once a
week. The activities which the
young people choose are usu-
ally such things as roller
skating, attending a movie,
picnic and fishing, or, most of
all and by far the favorite of
every child at Jesse Lee,
swimming at nearby Goose
Lake. (They would go swim-
ming every day of the summer
if they could.)

The summer program direc-
tor has also planned a number
of short trips in the area for
the children as well as two
long trips sometime during the
summer. Everyone has been
instructed in the details invol-
ved in a camping trip since we
will be starting on some real
soon. This past week end ev-

Planning to travel this summer? A gastronimic-
al trip to any country you desire merely involves
reaching for a cookbook specializing in foreign cook-
ery. Contrary to popular belief, foreign cookery does
not require the purchase of weird, exotic, or unob-
tainable ingredients, but the way these ingredients
are used is often different.

The secret of using any re-
cipe, foreign or otherwise, is
to challenge every ingredient
and every step. Is this in-
gredient necessary? Can I
substitute something in sea-
son? Does the cooking time
seem reasonable or will a
quicker method accomplish
the same results? Can the in-
gredients be combined in a
different manner to simplify
the process, but result in the

Recipes
are merely ideas and need not
be followed to the letter in all
cases.

Why should we look to other
countries for ideas? One rea-
son is that many American
meals are too often in a meat
and potato rut. Mealtime
should be an educational ad-
venture and food is a marvel-
lous way to learn about other
people.

Have you tried the chilled
fruit soups of Scandinavia in
place of canned fruit cocktail
as an appetizer? Instead of
always deep-frying fish, have
you tried poaching fish in a
seasoned court bouillon as the
French do? Have you added
new interest to beef dishes
through the use of cumin and
cinnamon, so popular in the
Middle East? Have you
thought of marinating coM
potatoes, carrots, and celery
in seasoned oil and vinegar as
the Greeks do?

The following is a very
simple adaptation of the Jap-
anese "stew" called Sukiyaki.
Warm weather is not too con-
ducive to simmering beef for
hours for our traditional
stews. Sukiyaki, especially if
you have an electric skillet,
requires about 10-15 minutes
to cook. Oriental cookery is
geared to retaining the beauty
and flavor of vegetables by
minimum cooking.

SUKIYAKI
Yield: 4 servings

1 pound beef top round
sliced paper thin

3 stalks celery (sliced dia-
gonally)

8 mushrooms
% pound spinach (or use

cooked frozen type)
6 green onions
2 cups canned chicken

broth
Vi cup (or more) soy sauce
1. Have the beef sliced

paper thin by a butcher.
2. On a tray or board ar-

range the beef (torn into
pieces), the celery slices, the
mushrooms, the spinach (if
fresh), and the whole green
onions.

3. In the skillet, have the
mixture of broth and sauce
simmering.

4. To the broth, add the
mushrooms, then the celery,
then the whole onions, and
finally the spinach and beef.
Total time should be 10-15
minutes, with the beef and
fresh spinach taking less than
5 minutes. Cooked frozen
spinach should be added at
the very end of the cooking.

5. Serve over cooked rice.
