Services held for
James F. LaBrake

Funeral services for James
F. LaBrake, 66, Norwood, who
died suddenly while at work
Thursday morning, were held
at 2 p.m. Sunday from St.
Philips Episcopal Church,
Norwood, with Rev. John V.
Higgins, Rector of the church
officiating.

LaBrake was making re-
pairs to the roof of the Pert
Block owned by Earl K. Drew
and was on a ladder placed
in the upper hall of the build-
ing when stricken. The occu-
pants of offices heard a sound
which prompted them to in-
vestigate and found LaBrake
on the floor. Dr. Henry Vini-
cor was summoned along with
the Norfolk and Potsdam Res-
cue Squads. Dr. Samuel Liv-
ington, coroner of Madrid, ap-
pointed Dr. Vinicor coroner's
physician. It was determined
that a coronary attack was
the cause of death.

Surviving Mr. LaBrake are
his wife, Mrs. Agnes La-
Brake; two sons, Ernest of
Appleton, Wis.; William, Mas-
sena; one daughter, Mrs. Re-
ginald (Barbara) Murray of
Norwood, ten grandchildren
and one brother, L. Walter
LaBrake with whom he was
associated in the operation of
the William LaBrake and Sons
Plumbing Co.

Mr. LaBrake was born in
Massena, Jan. 28, 1900, a son
of William and Sarah Colbert
LaBrake. He moved to Nor-
wood with his parents while
very young and had made his
home here since. He attended
Norwood schools. He was
married to Miss Agnes Hand,
June 20, 1925. The couple have
made their home at 6 Rail-
road Ave. since that time. He
was employed by his father in
plumbing business and, after
the senior LaBrake's retire-
ment, was in partnership with
his brother.

Arthur as part of the requirements of the course, "Education
202, History and Structure of Education in America," as
taught at State University College at Potsdam. This will be
presented in several installments.
